HISTORY OF THE KYI-YO INDIAN CLUB
The Kyi-Yo Indian Club as host  to an educational meeting with the Montana 

I n te r - T r ib a l  Policy Board, BIA personel from the  local  agencies and area 
o f f i c e ,  s t a t e  r e p re se n ta t i v e s  and Indian s tuden ts  from o the r  co l leges  in 
Montana. The purpose of  t h i s  meeting was to review the  Federal Grant Schola r­
ship  program adminis te red by the  BIA. The BIA had not taken appropr ia te  
ac t ion  to  in sure  the exemption of  Indian Claims Judgment funds from being 
considered as a resource  in determining f in a n c ia l  need of  the  Indian s tudents  
planning to  a t tend  col lege  o r  those a l ready  a t tend ing  school.  HEW made a 
de te rmination t h a t  t h i s  money should be considered and used on a pro r a ta  
bas is  in f ig u r in g  the f in a n c ia l  a ide  package fo r  the  Indian s tu d en t s .  The 
Indian s tudents  were very concerned and involved in the v a l i d i t y  of  these  d e t e r ­
minations .

The Indian s tudents  were in v i t e d  to  the F i r s t  National Speech Tournament 
a t  Dartmouth College,  in Hanover, New Hampshire. Ten team 's  p a r t i c i p a t e d  from 
the following schools :  Bringham Young U n ive rs i ty ,  Arizona S ta te  U n ive rs i ty ,  
Dartmouth College ,  Univers i ty  of  Colorado, Stanford  U n ive rs i ty ,  Univers ity  
of New Mexico, Univers i ty  of  South Dakota, U n ivers i ty  of Minnesota, Oklahoma 
Northeastern  S t a t e ,  and the Univers i ty  o f  Montana. As a team the  UM placed 
second in Extemporaneous Speaking, t h i r d  in Afte r  Dinner Speaking and th i r d  in 
Debate. F i r s t  p lace ind iv idua l  awards were received  fo r  Best Extemporaneous 
Speaker and f i r s t  fo r  Debate by the UM.

The Kyi-Yo Indian Club and the  Indian Studies  program sponsored the  F i r s t  
Montana Indian High School Student Debate Tournament. The Indian s tudents  
coord ina ted  a l l  the  a c t i v i t i e s  and were involved in a l l  phases of  the 
tournament. Six high schools were represen ted  with four  s tudents  from each 
school.  Indian people have an unlimited  amount o f  p o te n t i a l  in many f i e l d s  
among which i s ;  publ ic  speaking and have one of  the most ou ts tand ing  oral  
t r a d i t i o n s  o f  any people - con tra ry  to the old s te ro type  t h a t  Indian people 
are shy, q u i e t ,  withdrawn and backward. Through t h i s  tournament we hoped to 
break down t h i s  s t e r o ty p e .  One o f  our i n t e n t i o n s  fo r  hos ting such a tournament 
was to  give recogn i t ion  to  the  t a l e n t s  and to provide the  oppor tun i ty  fo r  these  
to  develop, e s p e c i a l l y  in the  younger Indian s tu d en t s .

A group o f  UM Indian s tuden ts  p a r t i c i p a t e d  in the  Indian Education Confer­
ence in Helena. These s tuden ts  expressed t h e i r  viewpoints concerning Indian 
Studies  Programs.

The s tuden ts  are  very a c t iv e  in sp o r t s  p a r t i c i p a t i o n  such as in tra-mural 
baske tba l l  and s o f t b a l l .  The p layers  p a r t i c i p a t e d  in many of the  Indian Basket­
ba l l  Tournaments both in and out of the  s t a t e .  This year  we placed second in 
the Homecoming Parade.

The Indian s tuden ts  have been involved and worked on various  a c t i v i t i e s  
throughout the  year  and devoted t h e i r  t ime f o r  these  p ro je c t s  which we feel  
are s i g n i f i c a n t  and meaningful to Indian people.  Without the suppor t ,  co­
opera t ion  and p a r t i c i p a t i o n  of  the UM Indian s tuden ts  we would be unable to 
hos t  the  Kyi-Yo Indian Youth Conference.



AWARENESS was the format f o r  the  Third Annual Kyi-Yo Indian Youth 
Conference.  The conference was focused upon t ry in g  to make the young Indian
of  Today AWARE o f  what was happening to  them.

Mr. Rueben Snake

Mr. Snake i s  c u r r e n t ly  the Education D irec to r  f o r  the Nebraska Indian 
I n te r - T r ib a l  Development Corporation from Winnebago, Nebraska. Recently he 
came out with a phamplet e n t i t l e d ,  "BEING INDIAN I S . . . " .  We are  using his 
t i t l e  as the  theme f o r  the  4th Annual Kyi-yo Indian Youth Conference. J u s t  
r e c en t ly  t h i s  phamplet has been i l l u s t r a t e d  and put in to  bookle t  form.

We are  very f o r tu n a te  in having Mr. Snake here  to a t t en d  the Conference.

Mr. Tom "Bearhead" Swaney

Mr. Swaney or  "Bearhead" as he i s  b e t t e r  known, i s  an e n ro l led  member o f  
the  Flathead Reservation.  He i s  c u r r e n t ly  serv ing  a term on the Sa l ish  and 
Kootenai Tribal  Council.

There was a recen t  move to  te rm ina te  the  Fla thead Reservation.  The 
people of the  r e se rv a t io n  organized and made a bold stand a g a in s t  i t .  I t  
was people l i k e  Bearhead who f o r  the  love o f  h is  people and land ,  fought 
the h a rd es t .  Because of  such l e a d e r s h ip ,  the  Fla thead Reservat ion was not 
te rmina ted .

Swaney or  "Bearhead" i s  the former D irec to r  of the Fla thead Ranger 
Program - a unique program and one of i t s  kind - the  program is  involved 
with keeping p o l lu t io n  o f f  the  r e s e r v a t i o n ,  keeping the wild animals in 
t h e i r  o r ig i n a l  h a b i t a t ,  re s tock ing  lakes  and s t reams, working f o r  a l t e r n a t i v e s  
fo r  chemical ,  p e s t i c i d a l  p o l lu t io n  in our streams and l a k e s ,  they have in 
opera t ion  a f i s h  ha tchery  and work to  e l im ina te  the  ecology problems t h a t  we 
are  faced with today.

LIKE CHIEF JOSEPH, BEARHEAD BELIEVES, "THE EARTH AND MYSELF ARE OF ONE MIND. 

Mr. William H. Veeder

Mr. Veeder i s  c u r r e n t ly  the Water C onse rva t ion is t  and Water S p e c i a l i s t  
f o r  the Bureau o f  Indian A f fa i r s  in Washington, D.C.

He i s  very much respec ted  in the Indian world today because o f  the 
stand he took in the  Pyramind Lake in c id e n t .  Indian water r i g h t s  were 
being v io la t e d  and Mr. Veeder, s id ing  with the Ind ians ,  was very much in 
opposit ion  of  t h i s .

In the eye of  the  storm stood Mr. Veeder, a noted and exper ienced lawyer 
who enjoys a unique cons t i tuency  of  l o y a l ty  throughout Indian country  fo r  
his  long-s tand ing  defense of  Indian water r i g h t s  na tionwide.  For years  alone 
and in f r eq u e n t ly  heard voice wi th in  the  l a b y r in th  of I n t e r i o r 5 Veeder toge ther  
with Leon Cook and h y d ro lo g i s t  P h i l l i p  Corke s h i f t e d  in to  high gear under 
Indian Commissioner Louis R. Bruce in a l e r t i n g  the  t r i b e s  to the  p e £V K 6f ' t f i t e r
water r i g h t s  and a s s i s t e d  in t h e i r  defense.
