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Missoula, Montana
K n ow n  as the "Garden City" because of its dense trees and 

lush green landscape, Missoula is nestled in the heart of the 
northern Rockies in western Montana. A  community o f ap­
proximately 85,000 residents, Missoula lies in a mountain 
forest setting where five valleys converge. Montana's most 
culturally diverse city, Missoula is 270 miles from Yellowstone 
National Park and 140 from Glacier National Park.

The search for gold in the West and the completion of the 
Mullan Road, which opened travel from Fort Benton, Mont., to 
Walla Walla, Wash., brought people to the valley in 1860. 
Missoula began as a settlement called Hell Gate when C.P. 
Higgins and Francis Worden began a trading post to accommo­
date travelers. The settlement was later renamed Missoula, 
taken from a Salish Indian word meaning, "near the cold, 
chilling waters."

Early settlers constructed Fort Missoula in 1877 to combat 
the perceived threat by Native American tribes. Today the Fort 
Missoula Museum remains as a testament to life in the old West.

Missoula offers a variety o f recreational opportunities. 
Three major rivers run through the area: the famous Blackfoot 
River to the northeast, the beautiful Bitterroot River to the 
south, and the Clark Fork of the Columbia River, which flows 
adjacent to The University of Montana campus. Rock Creek, 
known for its Blue Ribbon trout fishing, is just a 20-minute drive 
from Missoula.

Fly fishermen, rafters, kayakers, and canoers thrive on the 
waters of western Montana. Flathead Lake, the largest natural, 
freshwater lake in the western United States, is just 70 miles 
north. Seeley Lake, Georgetown Lake, Placid Lake and Salmon 
Lake are less than a few hours away.

Hiking, biking, camping, and rock climbing opportunities 
abound in western Montana. Mount Sentinel, Mount Jumbo, 
Lolo Peak, and Sqaw Peak offer beautiful vistas. Blue Mountain 
Recreation Area, Pattee Canyon Recreation Area, and the 
Rattlesnake National Wilderness Area are nearby. The Bitter- 
root-Selway Wilderness Area, Bob Marshall Wilderness Area, 
the Mission Mountains, and the Seeley-Swan Range are a short 
drive from Missoula.

Missoula affords a variety of skiing opportunities. Snowbowl 
Ski Area is a 20-minute drive from downtown Missoula and 
features a continuous vertical drop of 2,600 feet, one of the

steepest in the country. Marshall Ski Area, a shorter 10-minute 
drive from downtown, features night skiing and offers a good 
student program. Big Mountain, Discovery, Lookout, Lost 
Trail, and Silver Mountain provide a variety o f options for 
skiers. Groomed cross country trails can be found at nearly 
every wilderness area and are especially popular at Lolo Pass.

Other area attractions include A  Carousel for Missoula, 
Garnet Ghost Town, the National Bison Range, the Ninemile 
Remount Depot and Ranger Station, the Rocky Mountain Elk 
Foundation W ildlife Visitor Center, and the Smokejumper 
Visitor Center.

Missoula offers a multitude of golf courses. The Highlands 
Golf Course, the King Ranch Golf Course, the Larchmont 
Municipal Golf Course, The University o f Montana Golf Course, 
the Missoula Country Club, and Linda Vista Golf Course 
provide ample opportunity for both the advanced and novice 
golfer.

Missoula Parks and Recreation and the YM CA provide a 
variety o f recreational opportunities in basketball, soccer, 
softball, tennis, volleyball, and ice skating. Little League base­
ball is popular for both boys and girls, and Missoula teams have 
consistently advanced to regional competition.

The Missoula Mavericks A A  American Legion baseball team 
won the Montana state championship in back-to-back seasons 
(1994 & 1995) and placed second at the regional tournament 
in 1994. Plans are underway to bring a professional ice hockey 
team to the Garden City in the near future.

Missoula also serves as a center for education, medicine, 
retail, and the arts. The University o f Montana provides 
educational opportunities for more than 11,000 college stu­
dents, and Missoula's five high schools are among the state's 
best in both academics and athletics. Community Medical 
Center and St. Patrick Hospital, along with numerous clinics, 
make Missoula one of the state's premier health care commu­
nities.

One of the most desirable places to live in the United States, 
western Montana has become an attractive residence for those 
looking for pristine beauty and serenity. Even some of America's 
famous people, such as Liz Claiborne, Tom  Cruise, Emilio 
Estevez, Mel Gibson, Phil Jackson, Huey Lewis, Andie 
MacDowell, and Charlie Sheen, have made western Montana 
their home.
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The University of Montana

T h e  University of Montana was the state's first college. 

Chartered on February 17, 1893, the school opened its doors 
to its first 50 students in what is now called University Hall. 
More than 100 years later, The University o f Montana is the 
center of liberal arts education and research in the state.

The school has gone through numerous changes over the 
years. In 1913 the school was renamed the State University 
o f Montana, and in 1935, it was renamed Montana State 
University. It wasn't until 1965 that the institution recaptured 
its original name, The University o f Montana. In 1988 
Western Montana College in Dillon became part of UM, and 
in 1994, the Montana Board o f Regents approved a restruc­
turing plan to create two universities within the Montana 
University System. Today The University of Montana encom­
passes three other campuses: Western Montana College in 
Dillon, Montana Tech in Butte, and Helena College of Tech­
nology in Helena. Missoula's Vo-Tech is now The University 
o f Montana College o f Technology.

The University o f Montana provides a high-quality, well- 
rounded education to students and a wide range o f services to 
Montanans. UM is a major source o f research, continuing 
education, economic development, fine arts and entertain­
ment, and serves as a driving force in strengthening Montana's 
ties with countries throughout the world.

UM's Missoula campus is comprised of the College o f Arts 
and Sciences, the Graduate School, the Davidson Honors 
College, the College o f Technology, and seven professional 
schools: business administration, education, fine arts, forestry, 
journalism, law, and pharmacy and allied health sciences. The 
University o f Montana also offers two-year programs in 
business, trades and industry, and technical and health occu­
pations.

UM continues to grow , and last year's enrollment o f 
11,753 students broke all previous enrollment records. The 
student body is 51 percent female and 49 percent male. Last 
year Montana enrolled 390 foreign students from 57 coun­
tries.

Located at the base o f Mount Sentinel on the bank of the 
Clark Fork River, the 200-acre campus is one o f the most 
beautiful in the nation.

Campus life offers a variety o f choices for the UM student. 
Dormitory living provides nine halls with various options on 
campus. Elrod Hall is the male dorm; Turner Hall is the female 
dorm; and Aber, Craig, Duniway, Jesse, Miller, and Knowles 
halls are co-ed. Pantzer Hall, which provides four-person 
suites, was completed in 1995. Family housing can be found 
just three blocks south o f the main campus in University 
Village. In addition, Toole Village is scheduled to open August 
1996. Students interested in Greek life may choose from four 
sororities and 10 fraternities.

The University o f Montana has a nine-hole golf course, 
located just south o f the main campus. The Grizzly Pool is a 
seven-lane, 25-yard indoor swimming pool which features 
numerous classes and programs. The recreation annex, adja­
cent to Adams Field House, features two full-length basketball 
courts, seven raquetball courts, a climbing wall, a weight room, 
and equipment checkout.

The Outdoor Program  provides opportunities for the 
campus community to participate in recreational activities 
such as rafting, kayaking, climbing, hiking, backpacking and 
skiing.

UM owns and operates Lubrecht Forest, a 28,000-acre 
teaching and research forest. Located approximately 30 miles 
northeast o f Missoula, Lubrecht Forest provides the opportu­
nity for students to learn tree thinning and harvesting tech­
niques in addition to forest and ecological projects.

The Flathead Lake Biological Research Station, located at 
Yellow  Bay on the east side o f the lake, is a year-round 
research facility and academic center for the ecological sci­
ences. The freshwater research laboratory encompasses 80 
acres.

UM ranks fourth among U.S. public universities with 28 
Rhodes Scholars. UM also has had 31 International Fulbright 
Scholars, eight Truman Scholars and five Goldwater Scholars. 
More than $22 million was received for research in 1994-95. 
Journalism graduates have won seven Pulitzer Prizes, and the 
UM Advertising Club won the national title in 1992.

The Alumni Association, the UM Foundation, and the 
Grizzly Athletic Association provide support for the institution 
through alumni, friends, private gifts, and athletic fans.
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Grizzly Athletics

T h e  University o f Montana offers 14 intercollegiate 

athletic programs in football, men's and women's basketball, 
women's volleyball, soccer and golf, men's and women's cross 
country, tennis, and both indoor and outdoor track &  field.

Montana competes in the Big Sky Conference and was a 
charter member in 1963. After several changes, today's Big 
Sky consists o f Cal State-Northridge, Cal State-Sacramento, 
Eastern Washington, Idaho State, Montana, Montana State, 
Northern Arizona, Portland State and Weber State.

The Grizzly football team won the 1995 I-AA National 
Football Championship, culminating a 13-2 season with a 22- 
20 win over Marshall in Huntington, West Virginia, in Decem­
ber. Montana owns five Big Sky football titles.

Former head coach Don Read was named the National 
Football Coach of the Year by the American Football Founda­
tion after earning Big Sky Coach of the Year honors.

Senior quarterback Dave Dickenson from Great Falls, 
Mont., earned Big Sky Conference offensive MVP honors for 
the third straight year in 1995 and was the 1995 Walter 
Payton award winner. He was also named the I-AA Player of 
the Year by the American Football Foundation.

Read retired in April after posting an 85-36 record and 
taking UM to the national playoffs five times in hislO years 
with the Grizzlies. His retirement made way for Mick Dennehy, 
former offensive coordinator and a 1973 UM graduate, to 
take over the program.

The Grizzly basketball team posted its 19th consecutive 
winning season last year with a 20-8 record and finished in a 
tie for second place in the Big Sky Conference. The Griz have 
three Big Sky trophies, including back-to-back titles in 1990- 
91 and 1991-92. Head coach Blaine Taylor, a 1982 UM 
graduate, has a five-year record of 104-41 with the Griz.

The Lady Griz basketball team, ranked 14th in the nation 
in women's basketball attendance, recorded its 16th consecu­
tive 20-win season last year. With a 24-5 record and its 11th 
Big Sky Championship trophy, the Lady Griz advanced to 
their 11th N C A A  Championship, but bowed out to North 
Carolina State 77-68 in the opening round in Tuscaloosa, Ala.

Lady Griz mentor Robin Selvig, a 1974 UM graduate, has 
an 18-year record of 432-105 and is ranked fifth in the nation 
in winning percentage (.804) among active coaches.

The Lady Griz volleyball team missed the Big Sky Confer­
ence Championship for the first time in 14 years last season, 
posting a 13-13 record. Despite last season, head coach Dick 
Scott has had 10 consecutive winning seasons and three 
NCAA Championship appearances in the last six years.

Montana added women's soccer in 1994. Head coach 
Betsy Duerksen, a four-time All-American from Boston Col­
lege, led the Griz to a 7-8 record in the team's first year and 
a 12-7 record in its second year. This season the Montana 
soccer squad is hoping to make its mark at the national level.

Women's golf was added in 1993, and the Lady Griz have 
finished fifth, third and sixth at the Big Sky Golf Champion­
ships the last three years. This year Joanne Steele was named 

im's first full-time head coach, replacing Kris Nord.

Nord, a Missoula native, has been Montana's tennis coach 
since 1982. This fall both his teams swept the Bobcats.

Last year freshman tennis standout Vanessa Castellano, a 
native of Barcelona, Spain, received the Most Valuable Player 
award at the Big Sky Conference Championships and also 
earned Big Sky all-conference honors. She missed a bid to the 
NCAA Championships despite posting a 27-1 record as a true 
freshman. Junior Ryan Szescila of Spring, Texas, also earned 
Big Sky all-conference honors after posting a 13-6 record.

The UM cross country teams finished sixth in the Big Sky 
Championships in 1995. The men have eight Big Sky titles to 
their credit, while the women have two.

The Montana men's track &  field team finished seventh at 
both the Big Sky indoor and outdoor meets. Sophomore Todd 
Hering from Pullman, Wash., won the 55-meter dash during 
the indoor meet and placed second in the 100 meters at the 
outdoor meet.

The Montana women's track &  field team placed eighth at 
the Big Sky indoor meet and seventh at the Big Sky outdoor 
meet. Senior Brenda Naber o f Havre, Mont., won the high 
jump at the outdoor meet, and UM had numerous second- 
place finishes. Three school records were broken in 1996.

The Montana athletic department is located in Harry 
Adams Field House, which is scheduled to undergo renovation 
in 1996-97. Dahlberg Arena, built in 1953, has seating for 
8,950 fans. Washington-Grizzly football stadium was finished 
in 1986, and last year seating was added to accommodate a 
total of 18,845 fans. Domblaser Track &  Field, located on the 
south campus, was refinished in 1990 and is now one of the 
nicest outdoor track facilities in the Big Sky Conference. A 
new varsity weight room for UM athletes was built in 1989.

Grizzly athletics provides some of the best support services 
in the areas o f academics, athletic treatment, equipment, 
financial aid, and sports information.
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Grizzly Academics

T h e  University o f Montana not only has an outstanding 

athletic program, but it is also one o f the best in the country 
in academics. UM student athletes excel in the classroom 
with the help o f an academic coordinator, who works directly 
with approximately 250 student athletes in all 14 sports.

UM's commitment to academic excellence was reinforced 
in 1992, when Marie Hibbard was hired as Montana's first 
Coord inator o f  A th letic  Academ ic Services. She im p le­
mented a program  to help student athletes with weekly 
tracking o f academic progress, advising o f course curricu­
lum, tutoring, references to campus support services, and 
upholding N C A A  com pliance regulations. W hen Hibbard 
was named UM's associate athletic director in February o f 
1996, student assistant Angie Valdez assumed the responsi­
bilities o f academ ic services. During her tenure, Valdez 

earned a $1,000 postgraduate scholarship from the Sears/ 

N A C D A  Colleg ia te Cham pions program . Valdez recently 

returned to UM to take over the academic advising program 

for Grizzly Athletics.
Another significant sign o f UM's commitment to academ­

ics came in 1993 when former Faculty Athletic Representa­
tive Dr. Robert Lindsay developed a program at UM to honor 
student athletes who excel in the classroom. Since then, UM 
has recognized student athletes who earn a 3.0 grade-point 
average or higher. Last year 104 UM athletes were invited to 
the Dr. Robert O . Lindsay Scholar-Athlete Luncheon, and 
several athletes earned academic awards.

The 1995-96 Athletic Director's award, given to the team 
with the highest G PA  over the previous two semesters, was 
awarded to the wom en's soccer team, coached by Betsy 
Duerksen. The UM kickers recorded a 3.23 team G PA  last 
year, including a 3.35 G PA  for the spring semester.

The 1995-96 President's award, given to the male and 
female student athletes with the highest G PA, was awarded 
to three athletes last year. Halfback Josh Branen o f Moscow, 
Idaho, distance runner Jason Hamma of Butte, Mont., and

soccer standout Courtney Mathieson o f Redmond, Wash., 
each have a perfect 4.0 cumulative grade-point average.

Furthermore, both Hamma and Mathieson earned GTE 
Academ ic A ll-Am erican  first-team honors for District 7. 
Railene Thorson, Montana's starting goalkeeper from  Se­
attle, Wash., earned second-team honors.

Last fall four student athletes from Montana's National 
Championship football team w ere named G TE  Academ ic 
All-American. Branen, quarterback Dave Dickenson o f Great 
Falls, Mont., safety Blaine McElmurry o f Troy, Mont., and 
receiver Matt Wells o f Ashland, Ore., each maintained a 3.5 
G P A  or better during his career. Only I-A National Cham­
pion Nebraska earned as many selections.

In addition, Dickenson, the 1995 Walter Payton award 
winner, received an N C A A  Postgraduate Scholarship. Dur­
ing his sen ior year, D ickenson accumulated m ore than 
$50,000 in academic-related scholarships. Furthermore, he 
and sen ior volleyball p layer Inga Swanson o f Pendroy, 

Mont., were each named Big Sky Scholar Athletes for 1995- 
96.

During the spring sem ester o f 1996, 51 percent o f 

Montana's student athletes earned a 3 .0  G P A  or higher. 
Thirty-three athletes were on the Dean's List, and 19 earned 
a perfect 4.0.

Last year exactly 100 UM athletes earned Big Sky all­
academic honors in 13 sports. Soccer will not be a league 
sport until 1997-98.

Montana has had 28 Academic All-Americans in football 
and men's basketball since 1970, three times more than any 
other Big Sky member institution.

The Grizzlies also sent distance runner Leo  Provencal to 
Japan on a Fulbright Scholarship in 1994.

The University o f Montana is committed to academic 
excellence for its student athletes and provides them the 
services needed to set and reach their goals.

P resident

G e o r g e  Dennison became the 16th president o f The University o f Montana on 
August 15, 1990. During his tenure at Montana, he has been very supportive of athletics. 
Dennison serves on the N C A A  Council and chaired the Big Sky Conference Presidents’ 
Council in 1992-93.

Dennison came to Montana from Kalamazoo, Mich., where he served as the Provost 
and Vice President for Academic Affairs o f Western Michigan University from 1987-90. In 
earlier years, he spent time at the Universities of Arkansas and Washington in addition to 
his 18 years at Colorado State University in Fort Collins. At CSU, Dennison began his career 
as a history professor, then he served in numerous other positions. He simultaneously held 
the positions o f Associate Dean o f the College o f Arts, Humanities, and Social Sciences and 
Associate Dean o f the Graduate School for International Development Studies. He also 
served as Acting Academ ic V ice President, Associate Academ ic V ice President, and 
Director o f Admissions and Records.

A  historian by training, Dennison received his Bachelor’s degree with high honors in 
history from UM in 1962. He received his Master’s degree from UM in 1963, then earned
his Ph.D. in history from the University of Washington in 1967. He has written numerous

publications and made several professional presentations in both history and higher education.
In addition, Dennison serves on several boards. He was recently named to the N C AA  Division I Board of Directors Transition 

Team to guide restructuring. He also serves as Chair of the Governor’s Council on Community Services, the International Heart 
Institute o f Montana, the Community Medical Center Board o f Directors, the Campus Compact Executive Committee, the 
Maureen and Mike Mansfield Foundation, and the Plum Creek Timber Company Board o f Directors.

George and his wife, Jane, have two children. Their son, Rick, played college football at Colorado State then joined the
Denver Broncos in 1982. Rick played linebacker for Denver for nine years and now serves as Assistant Offensive Coordinator
for the Broncos. Their younger son, Robert, teaches mathematics and computer programming in Tecumsah, Kan., outside 
Topeka, and coaches football, wrestling, and track. The Dennisons have four grandchildren.

W ayne H ogan 
A thletic D irector

l/Vayne Hogan was named the 14th athletic director at The University of Montana and 
began his duties November 1, 1995. Under his guidance, UM Athletics has continued its 
successful tradition, and the Grizzly football team captured its first national championship just 
46 days after Hogan's arrival.

The 40-year-old Florida native came to Montana after serving 14 years in various 
positions at Florida State University. During his stint as interim athletic director, the 
Seminoles won their first national championship in football, securing that honor with an 
Orange Bowl victory on January 1, 1994.

Hogan brings to UM a diverse background in communications, media and public 
relations, as well as promotions and marketing skills. He began his career in athletics as a 
broadcaster and public relations chief for a pair o f A A A  baseball teams.

After receiving his Bachelor's degree in communications from FSU in 1979, he spent one 
year with the Houston Astros' affiliate in Charleston, W. Va., and one year with the Los 
Angeles Dodgers' farm team in Albuquerque, N.M.

Hogan began his career in collegiate athletics as the assistant sports information director at New Mexico (1980-82). He 
returned to FSU as the sports information director that year and served in that position for 10 years.

He was promoted to assistant athletic director, then associate athletic director, and served as interim athletic director 
between 1993 and 1995. During that time the Seminoles became a perennial powerhouse in football, joined the Atlantic Coast 
Conference, and made significant strides in gender equity and facilities improvements. Hogan was responsible for all external 
affairs by 1994.

Hogan was selected from a pool o f 106 applicants to head the Grizzly program.
s the son o f Patrick Hogan, a former sports information director and college administrator at Florida State. Hogan and

T h e  all-time winningest coach in Montana history, Robin 
Selvig has developed the Lady Griz basketball program into one 
of the most successful in the nation. Entering his 19th year at the 
helm of the program, he is the fifth-winningest active coach in 
Division 1 women’s basketball, winning 80 percent of the games 
he has coached at The University o f Montana.

Selvig was appointed the fourth head coach of the Lady Griz 
program in 1978. Since then he has brought national promi­
nence to UM, and his record speaks for itself.

Robin has led his teams to 14 postseason tournaments, 
including 11 N C A A  Championship appearances. Montana 
advanced to the West Regional in 1984, and has advanced to 
the second round seven times. He has coached his teams to 16 
consecutive 20-win seasons, dating back to 1980-81.

Selvig’s teams have dominated the Big Sky Conference 
since its inception in 1982. Montana’s record is 189-15 against 
conference foes during the regular season and 25-3 in league

tournaments. He has won 92 percent (214-18) of his games 
against Big Sky opponents. Robin and his teams have gone 
undefeated in conference action five times, including three 
consecutive seasons in which Montana went 16-0. He has guided 
his teams to 12 regular-season titles and 11 tournament titles in 
14 years. No other coach in the Big Sky Conference has come 
close to that success.

Selvig’s talent and work ethic have earned him many 
awards. Robin is a 12-time Big Sky/Mountain West Conference 
Coach o f the Year (1983, 84, 86, 87, 88, 89, 90, 91, 92, 94, 
95, 96) and an eight-time NCAA District 7 Coach of the Year 
(1984, 85, 88, 89, 90, 91, 92, 94). He was also one o f three 
finalists for the 1991 NCAA Division I National Coach of the 
Year.

Selvig’s trademark is defense. Last year Montana led the 
nation in field-goal percentage defense, holding opponents to 
.219 shooting from the field. In 1992-93 Montana set a new 
N C AA  Division I record in that category (.317). Last year 
Montana, along with Louisiana Tech and Old Dominion, again 
broke the NCAA Division I scoring defense record, allowing only 
55.1 points per game.

Selvig’s success on the court has carried over into the 
bleachers. Montana has been consistently ranked among the top 
10 programs in the nation in attendance for the past five years. 
Montana was ranked 10th in the nation in attendance in 1994- 
95, averaging a school-record 5,235 fans per home game. 
When Selvig began coaching at UM in 1978, Montana averaged 
just over 200 fans per home game.

Robin has served on several NCAA committees and is a 
long-time member o f the Women’s Basketball Coaches’ Asso­
ciation. He also votes in the Associated Press Poll.

Extending himself beyond UM Athletics, Selvig was the 
Director of the Montana Special Olympics in 1991 and 1992, 
and he has been a spokesperson for Missoula Youth Homes.

A  native of Outlook, Mont., Selvig came to UM in 1970. He 
played his first season on the freshmen team, then earned three 
varsity letters under Jud Heathcote, who was recently inducted 
into the UM Athletic Hall o f Fame. Selvig was a 1974 Big Sky 
all-conference guard as a senior, leading the Grizzlies to a 19- 
8 record that season. The following year Selvig coached the UM 
freshmen team, along with fellow teammate Kevin Rocheleau.

Selvig was the recipient o f the 1974 John Eaheart Award, 
given annually to Montana’s outstanding defensive player. That 
same year he received Montana’s top athletic award, the Grizzly 
Cup, and he was inducted into the Grizzly Basketball Hall of 
Fame in 1983.

He received his bachelor’s degree in health &  physical 
education in 1974. After graduation, he returned to northeast­
ern Montana to coach girls’ basketball at Plentywood High 
School. During his stint there from 1975 to 1978, he compiled 
a record o f 38-24.

Robin comes from a family o f eight children. His brother, 
Doug, was a four-year letterman for the Grizzly hoop team from 
1981-84, and he currently coaches at Glendive High School. 
Robin's sister, Sandy (Sullivan) was a member o f the Lady Griz 
basketball team from 1978-81.

Selvig is married to the former Janie Hagan, who is 
originally from Redstone, Mont., and they have two sons. Jeff, 
15, is a sophomore at Hellgate High School, and Dan, 12, 
attends Rattlesnake Junior High.

A  nnette Rocheleau  has been 
Robin Selvig’s assistant coach for 15 
years, and she is entering her 16th 
season as Selvig’s top assistant. She 
has helped bring the Lady Griz pro­
gram into national prominence. Her 
primary responsibilities are game strat­
egy, conditioning, scouting, and travel

arrangements.
The former Annette Whitaker coached the Lady Griz 

junior varsity team in her first two seasons as a UM assistant 
coach from 1981-83. She was appointed Montana’s first full­
time assistant wom en’s basketball coach in September o f 
1983. Since then Montana has won 330 games.

Prior to joining the coaching ranks, Rocheleau was 
Montana’s starting point guard from 1979-81. She was the 
team captain during both o f those seasons, and she was 
selected UM ’s Most Inspirational Player as a senior. Rocheleau 
is currently 19th on Montana’s all-time assist list with 132 
career assists in only two years.

Annette transferred to Montana from Wenatchee Valley 
Junior College and walked on the Lady Griz team. She and 
fellow teammate Jill Greenfield led Wenatchee Valley Junior 
College to two state junior college championship titles, and 
she was team captain there as a sophomore.

Schweyen's primary responsibility is 
recruiting, but she also assists with con­

ditioning, game strategy, and scouting.
Cate was the Big Sky Conference's first and only national 

Kodak All-American, leading the Lady Griz to a 103-18 
overall record from 1988-92. She was a three-time District 
7 All-American, a two-time Big Sky MVP, a three-time Big 
Sky tournament MVP, and a three-time Lady Griz MVP. She 
was also a two-time Big Sky all-academic selection.

Probably the Big Sky’s most prolific player, Cate left the 
court as the league’s all-time leading scorer among both men 
and women with 2,172 career points

She still owns 14 school records and nine Big Sky 
Conference records and averaged 18.7 points, 7.6 rebounds 
and 3.6 assists per game over the course o f four years. She 
was consistently ranked among the top Division I players in 
the country in scoring, field-goal percentage and free-throw 
percen tage.

However, Duce also wears an­
other hat, serving as the Grizzly 
Ath letics W eb Master.

program s, which can be found at 
http:\ \www. umt .edu\spor t s .

Duce had a successful basketball career with the 
Lady Griz, despite being plagued by broken bones in 
her right foot. Formerly known as Trish Olson, she 
came to UM from Missoula’s Big Sky High School in 
1989 and played in 28 games as a true freshman. She 
started in 29 games as a sophomore and was a Big 
Sky Conference all-tournament selection after lead­
ing the Lady Griz to a 77-49 victory over Montana 
State in the championship game.

In 1991-92, Trish broke a bone in her foot and was 
granted a medical redshirt season after competing in 
only three games. The following season she missed 
nine games due to another broken bone in her foot. 
H ow ever, she was named to the W estern States 
Showdown all-tournament team after tallying a school- 
record eight blocks against Western Carolina, a record 
that still remains. As a fifth-year senior in 1993-94, 
Olson started 24 games and finished her career as 
M ontana’s 11th all-tim e leading b locker with 89 
blocks.

A  member of the Blackfeet Indian 
Tribe, Kipp came to UM from Brown­
ing, Mont., in 1992. She saw time in 

16 games as a true freshman at the back-up center 
position. In her sophomore season, Kipp played in 21 
games and led Montana in blocked shots with 21. As a 
junior, she played in all 33 games and started in 11 games 
at the big forward position. Kipp averaged 3.4 points and 
3.3 rebounds per game and led the Lady Griz in free-throw 
percentage (.767).

As a senior, Kipp earned a full-time starting position 
at forward. In 28 games, she averaged 6.2 points and 6.7 
rebounds per game, plus she was second on the team in 
blocked shots with 31 on the season.

Kipp earned Big Sky all-conference second team 
honors as a senior, and she was the recipient of Montana's 
Grace Geil Most Improved Player award in 1995-96, as 
well.

She has spent a significant amount of time speaking 
at Native American conferences and seminars, emphasiz­
ing such things as education, goal-setting, prioritizing, and 
Native American history.

Kipp coached the girls freshmen team this fall at 
Missoula Loyola High School.

This summer she plans to host basketball camps on all

Kipp is currently pur­
suing a B.S. degree in 
nursing.

State-Billings next fall.

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Any Way You Color It, Lady Griz are Still No. 1

'A ny  way you color it, the Lady Griz 

are still number one."
That's the theme for the 1996-97 

women's basketball team at Montana, and 
the slogan fits.

Whether the Lady Griz wear the cop­
per, silver and gold o f yesteryear, or the 
maroon and silver of the future, the Lady 
Griz basketball team should continue its 
domination of the Big Sky Conference.

Some things change, and some things 
stay the same. With the additions of Cal 
State-Northridge, Cal State-Sacramento 
and Portland State to the Big Sky Confer­
ence, the league schedule is different this 
year. Like everyone else in the league, 
Montana will have to adapt.

"It's exciting to see the changes that 
are occuring," said UM head coach Robin 
Selvig, who enters this season with an 18- 
year record of 432-105. "I think the new 
conference alignment adds some excite­
ment. The new travel schedules will mix 
things up a little."

In addition to the color change and the 
change in conference foes, Montana will 
be playing on a different floor this season.

"We love the new floor," Selvig said. "It 
looks great. It's nice that we have new 
uniforms and bags, and the new locker 
room is nice, too."

Despite the changes, some things stay 
the same. The Lady Griz have set a stan­
dard with 16 consecutive 20-win seasons, 
and the team will be shooting for its 17th 
in 1996-97.

Another well-known standard is that 
Montana will be tough on defense.

"Our trademark and our tradition at 
is defense," claimed Selvig. "We

need players to step us on defense and 
continue that tradition."

What remains to be seen is how the 
Lady Griz will deal with the loss of gradu­
ating seniors Carla Beattie, Sherri Brooks 
and Malia Kipp, plus April Sather, who 
switched to volleyball full-time.

"We lost two great defenders in Sherri 
and Malia and a good solid senior leader in 
Carla," Selvig said wistfully. "However, 
even though we lost three seniors, we still 
return veteran players in key positions," 
he added.

One thing Selvig is happy about is the 
return Big Sky Conference M VP Greta 
Koss.

"It's nice to have the league' premier 
player on your team," he said, "and we're 
obviously happy to have her lead this 
team."

Offensively, Selvig expects his team 
will look much like it did last year with 
balanced scoring and a couple of players 
in double figures.

However, he feels the Lady Griz could 
be more potent inside and quicker on the 
perimeter.

"This team has a chance to be a real 
good running team," he said. "With more 
experience down low, I think we'll have 
improved scoring inside, which would ob­
viously give us more balance. W e have a 
number o f players with good scoring capa­
bilities.

A  look at this year's roster reveals 
three returning starters in Koss (forward), 
Sisco (point guard), and Angella Bieber 
(center).

Selvig sees junior Catie McElmurry 
and sophomore Jill Rasmussen challeng­
ing for the two guard position. Junior 
Allison Turner and sophom ore Krista 
Redpath will vie for the big forward start­
ing position.

One thing Selvig likes about this year is 
its versatility.

"We have a number of people who can 
play a number of different positions," he 
claimed. "That helps us mix things up a bit 
and gives us good depth at every position."

Backing up the point guard position 
will be freshmen Meggan Thompson and 
Am y Schwenk. Freshman M egan 
Harrington can play either the point or the 
two.

Koss' backups include junior Dawn 
Sackman and freshman Lauren Cooper. 
Redpath and freshmen Linda Weyler can

both play center, and freshman Linda 
Cummings will back up the four position.

One certain things is that the Lady Griz 
coaching staff will be expected to get this 
team ready right away, as Montana will be 
challenged in the season opener at Utah.

"We have a severely challenging non­
conference schedule," Selvig exclaimed, 
"and our schedule is solid from top to 
bottom."

Montana will host Western Kentucky, 
whom the Lady Griz beat at the buzzer last 
year. Then Selvig and company will play in 
the Rice Classic, opening against No. 18 
Colorado.

In mid-December the Lady Griz will 
host St. Mary's and Portland, two teams 
Montana lost to on the road last year. 
Featured in the Western States Showdown 
is Lehigh and Wyoming.

The Lady Griz open conference action 
at home in early January, and three league 
games will be televised this year.

Following the Big Sky Conference 
Champion March 6-8, Montana will host 
the NCAA West Regional Championship 
March 22 and 24.

"It's exciting to bring another regional 
to Missoula for our fans,"Selvig said. "Hope­
fully we'll be a participant, which would 
make it even more exciting. That regional 
is one o f the things that has us real excited 
for the season.

"We've been very fortunate in women's 
basketball," he added. "Our support keeps 
improving year after year.

"I think our fans are excited to see this 
year's team and the personality these play­
ers will develop. It's fun to watch a group 
of girls grow together, and this is going to 
be a fun, exciting team to watch."

(_9 iven  the circumstances, they did well. 
Add in tradition and it seemed almost inevi­
table.

T h e  accom plishm ents o f the M ontana 
women’s basketball team were many last year. 
Despite preseason questions about the start­
ing lineup and constant injuries, UM managed 
to maintain its stranglehold on the Big Sky 
Conference. Its 24-5 record kept a 16-year 
streak o f 20-win seasons intact, and its Big 
Sky toumey title was Montana's 11th in 14 
years.

The success boiled down to hard work and 
heart, according to coach Robin Selvig.

"You look at what we had to make happen 
and the reasons we won...I'd take (the season) 
in a second,” he said.

The season began, as it ended, with an 
injury to a key player. While senior guard Carla 
Beattie had just finished a long recovery from 
a ruptured Achilles' tendon, Sherri Brooks hurt 
her hip before the first game.

This, along with the inexperienced inside 
trio o f Greta Koss, Malia Kipp and Angella 
Bieber, had Selvig concerned.

“You  talk about Sherri and Carla getting 
hurt to begin with, three new starters inside, 
and a pretty strong schedule - there were some 
questions," said Selvig.

The strong schedule showed itself early. 
Just one game into the non-conference sea­
son, the Lady Griz travelled to then 14th- 
ranked W estern Kentucky. UM had never 
defeated a team ranked as high, but the Lady 
Griz pulled through with a last-second 67-65 
victory.

Performances in that game hinted at what 
would come. Koss, later named the Big Sky’s 
outstanding player, had a career-high 20 points 
and 13 rebounds. Skyla Sisco, a first-team all­
conference selection, scored 11 points and hit 
the winning free throws with four seconds left.

Brooks, still hindered by her hip, led the 
defense with five steals and added 14 points. 
Along with Kipp, she would later receive all­
conference honorable mention honors.

"Before that, we just didn't know,” said 
Selvig. "You have a young, raw team, and it's 
difficult to tell how they’re going to do. When

we beat Western Kentucky, it showed we had 
the potential to be a pretty good team."

Montana won its next five games, includ­
ing close victories over Utah (57-52 ) and 
Gonzaga (57-56). The two-week span saw the 
emergence o f Kipp, who scored 15 points and 
had seven rebounds against Utah. Bieber, a 
sophomore, locked up that game with a pair o f 
free throws and her shot-blocking ability was 
becoming an obvious factor.

Then came the west coast trip. Plagued by 
bad shooting and untimely turnovers, No. 25 
Montana suffered its first losses to Portland 
(64-56) and No. 13 Oregon State (62-51). 
Beattie referred to the weekend as something 
she, "hadn't seen happen in five years as a 
Lady Griz." Although UM's defense was there, 
the shooting had vanished.

"I thought offensively last season we were 
a little inconsistent," said Selvig. "W e weren't 
a great team shooting percentage-wise. I mean 
41 percent is not horribly low, but for us it was.

"We were better defensively than 1 thought 
we'd be. Malia became a great defender, and 
Angella did a dam good job (inside)."

The shooting returned (Montana shot 49 
percent against Rice), but not before a 57-50 
loss at St. Mary's. UM entered the Big Sky 
Conference schedule with a 9-3 record.

It took 12 league games before Montana 
was felled by a Big Sky opponent. The defense 
continued to stand like a rock. The Lady Griz 
led the nation in scoring defense and field-goal 
percentage defense, and Brooks paced the 
league in steals.

But injuries nagged on. Sophom ore for­
ward Allison Turner missed playing time be­
cause o f a shoulder injury. Kipp contracted 
influenza and sat out a game. The loss Mon­
tana couldn't afford came at Boise State on 
February 24. Sisco went down early in the 
game with a season-ending knee injury, and 
Montana lost 72-62.

"Going through the conference and com­
ing within a game o f being undefeated was to 
me, you know, pretty good," said Selvig, whose 
career record stands at 432-105, "The game 
we did lose we were without Skyla.

"W e walked through a lot o f games, and 
you can say, 'Well, they're not that good.' But 
you look at some o f the Big Sky teams that 
only lost by one point to some tough teams...It's 
not like it was automatic."

With great play from Brooks and Beattie, 
Montana handled Sisco's absence admirably. 
Brooks assumed the point, and Beattie moved 
into the two guard position.The Lady Griz 
coasted through their last two Big Sky games, 
but emotions ran high for the team's three 
seniors when UM throttled Idaho. For Beattie, 
it was the perfect culmination o f five years 
spent in Dahlberg Arena.

'Td have to say Senior Night was the most 
enjoyable time I've ever played, for sure," she 
said. "I'm sure Sherri would probably say the 
same thing. With Malia's tribe doing the open­
ing cerem onies, it was just a real special 
m om ent."

With the regular-season title in hand, the 
Lady Griz played host to the Big Sky tourna­
ment.

Koss, only a junior, scored a career-high 
32 points and collected 13 rebounds in the 72- 
60 championship win over Weber State. It was 
Montana's third straight league title.

The next day, the team learned the identity 
o f their first-round opponent in the N C A A

Championship: North Carolina State.
The past two seasons, the Lady Griz had 

bested their first-round opponents in the 
NCAAs. This time, Montana left its season 
behind with a 77-68 loss in Tuscaloosa, Ala.

Brooks kept UM close with career highs of 
27 points and 11 assists, but N .C . State's 
physical play took its toll. The Lady Griz stayed 
in it to the end, and that's something Selvig is 
quick to acknowledge.

W e only lost five games, and every-loss was 
on the road to good teams," he said. "All o f 
them came down to the last minute. It's the 
mark o f a pretty good team, a good defensive 
team .

"Th e three seniors, in particular, w ere 
leaders and set good examples as role models.
I think w e walked the walk and played our 
hearts out. That's all we could do."

Selvig now wonders who will step in this 
year. A  large part o f the team's success will 
hinge on the recovery o f Sisco, who had ACL 
surgery last April. The injury situation enabled 
you n ger p layers, like sop h om ore  C atie 
McElmurry, to get a chance.

B ieber returns as one o f  the top shot 
blockers in the nation, and her improvement 
on offense is also paramount.

"Everyone com ing back will be better," 
Selvig said. "Somebody's got to, not necessar­
ily be (Brooks, Beattie and Kipp), but fill their 
shoes. Is it Allison, or one o f the freshmen we 
signed? Linda W eyler getting healthy? Krista 
Redpath?

'You  have hopes, but you just don't know.."
If nothing else, Montana's taste for win­

ning can't be questioned.
As Selvig points out, each new crop of 

players inherits the spirit.
"The seniors leave their mark for a long 

time," he said. "That's why 1 say, when we're 
playing in Alabama, I hope that every Lady 
Griz who has played here feels like a part of 
that - part o f that success, or, if we lose, a part 
o f that too. 1 think that's the way it should be 
because we've got tradition that players have 
passed on to other players.

"Anything w e did last season wasn't ac­
complished by one person. That's what is 
meaningful, and that is why this team was so 
good ."

T h e  Lady Griz have found tremendous success in the confines of Dahlberg Arena, which was named after the great George Jiggs 

Dahlberg, who was an athlete, a coach and an athletic director at The University of Montana. Dahlberg earned six varsity letters at UM in football 
and basketball in the early 1920s. He was the Grizzly basketball coach for 22 years (1937-54) and then became athletic director (1954-70). 
Jiggs passed away in September of 1993, just two weeks after he was inducted, into the Grizzly Sports Hall of Fame. He will be remembered 
for his success at The University of Montana, and the Lady Griz basketball team will continue to carry on that tradition. Over the last 18 years, 
the Lady Griz have posted a 256-19 record in Dahlberg Arena for a .931 winning percentage.

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Adams Field House Renovation

A  $23-million dollar, two-year renovation 

will soon transform The University of Montana’s 
Harry Adams Field House and Dahlberg Arena 
into a state-of-the-art events center. The project 
is scheduled for com pletion  in Novem ber of 

1998.
“We have become increasingly excited about 

the possibilities for serving the entire Missoula 
and Western Montana com munities w ith our 
virtually new arena and associated facilities,” 
said UM President G eorge Dennison. “ Once 
people view the plans, they share our excite­
ment. The facility will make a real difference in 
the services we can provide.”

Construction o f the Field House began in 
1952 and cost $955,000. The facility opened 
for the 1953-54 basketball season and was dedi­
cated on December 18, 1953. The first game 
played in the field house saw the Grizzlies lose 74- 
54 to the University of Indiana. The Hoosiers had 
won the national championship the previous season.

The field house, which has gone through several 
changes over the years, was first rem odeled from 
1970-72. That involved moving the basketball floor 
from east-and-west to north-and-south and lowering 
the playing surface by 12 feet. The seating capacity 
increased from 6 ,500 to 9 ,036 , and the cost was 
$750 ,000 .

During the 1978-79 season, UM purchased a por­
table wood floor, replacing the gray tartan surface 
the team had previously played on. The cost o f the 
portable floor, which is still being used, was $65,000.

The most recent renovation occurred in 1985. That 
year the U niversity installed portab le seating and 
sanded and painted the portable floor for $500,000.

Three seasons ago UM added corporate sponsor 
tables on the east side of the basketball court, reduc­
ing the capacity to 8,950.

“The improvement o f Adams Field House and our 
departmental offices is vital for us as we m ove into 
the 21st century,” said UM Athletic Director Wayne 
Hogan. “We have had a lot o f other positive improve­
ments in numerous venues in our department over 
the past few  years, and we app rec ia te  our 
administration’s commitment to the future o f Grizzly 
athletics.

“The completion of a first-class events center is an­
other giant step in the right direction, as we 
prepare for the increasingly competitive future,” 
Hogan concluded.

The renovations include a com plete replace­
ment o f all seating and services in Dahlberg 
Arena. Am ong the amenities are nearly 9,000 
theater-style seats; 22 private boxes; two con­
course club lounges; and one V IP  sky lounge.

The athletic department office complex will be 
expanded and improved, and new arena man­
agement offices will be added.

The facility will have new centers for athletic 
treatment, equipment, a women's locker room, 
plus a shipping and receiving center.

Furthermore, the entire facility will meet all 
A D A  guideslines in every area, including loca­
tion of seating, restrooms, snack bars,'and other 
facilities.

Big Sky Conference
A s  the Big Sky Conference embarks on its 

34th season, it has expanded its borders to 
welcome three new institutions and two new 
states to the family. Beginning this year, Cal 
State-Northridge, Cal State-Sacramento, and 
Portland State are the newest members of the Big 
Sky, moving the conference to a nine-member 
league for the second time in its history. In 
addition, the Big Sky Conference begins its new 
era with a new logo and colors.

With its roots established in 1963, the Big Sky 
Conference began with six charter members: the 
University of Idaho, Idaho State University, 
Gonzaga University, the University of Montana, 
Montana State University and Weber State Uni­
versity. On July 1, 1970, the league experienced 
its first expansion, adding Boise State University 
and Northern Arizona University to create an 
eight-member league. On July 1, 1979, charter- 
member Gonzaga left the league and was re­
placed by the University of Nevada. In 1987, 
Eastern Washington was admitted to the league 
to create the first version of a nine-member Big 
Sky Conference. Nevada's departure in 1992 
moved the league to eight members until this 
year. On July 1, 1996, both Boise State and 
Idaho left the Big Sky, and the three new institu­
tions joined the league.

The Big Sky Conference sponsors champion­
ships in 14 sports, including men's and women's 
cross country, basketball, golf, tennis, indoor 
track and field, outdoor track and field, in addition 
to football and women's volleyball. Next season 
women's soccer will be a league sport. The Big 
Sky is an NCAA Division I member in all sports, 
while football is classified as I-AA.

The 1996-97 athletic season is the eighth 
straight year in which the Big Sky Conference will 
sponsor championships in women's sports. In 
1988, the Big Sky merged with the Mountain 
West Athletic Conference, forming one league 
for both men's and women's athletic programs.

The Mountain West was created in 1982, 
sponsoring championships for women's sports at 
the same institutions the Big Sky sponsored men's 
sports.

The Big Sky Conference members are located 
in seven states, stretching from the Pacific Ocean 
to the Rocky Mountains and from the Canadian 
border to the Mexican border. The entire west 
coast is now represented by the Big Sky with 
members in Washington, Oregon and California. 
Of the nine western-most states, only two - Hawaii 
and Nevada - do not have Big Sky member 
institutions. League members can be found in 
Arizona, California, Idaho, Montana, Oregon, 
Utah and Washington.

The name BIG SKY originated in a novel 
written in 1947 by the late A.B. (Bud) Guthrie of 
Great Falls, Mont., entitled The Big Skv. Jack 
Hollowell, former Montana Advertising Director, 
promoted the Big Sky theme for the Treasure 
State, and Harry Missildine of the Spokesman- 
Review called for the newly-formed league to be 
named "The Big Sky Conference," in his column 
dated February 20, 1963. Five days later, Febru­
ary 25, the name Big Sky was adopted by the six 
presidents of the newly-formed league.

On July 1, 1995, Doug Fullerton became the 
fifth commissioner of the Big Sky Conference and 
took the reigns to lead the league into the chang­
ing world of intercollegiate athletics. Fullerton 
replaced long-time commissioner Ron 
Stephenson, who retired after 14 years in that 
post. The first commissioner was Jack Friel (1963- 
71), while John Roning directed the conference 
from 1971-77, and Steve Belko held the post 
from 1977-82.

Kathy Noble is in her first year as the Assistant 
Commissioner for Compliance Services, and Ron  
Loghry  is in his second year as the league's 
Assistant Commissioner for Information Services.

Art Mendini is in his ninth year as the Big Sky's 
Assistant Commissioner for Officiating Services.
