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University Celebrates Twenty-fifth Anniversary
of the Annual Track and Field Meet May 10-11

On May 10 and 11 the University�
campus and the city of Missoula will�
be thronged with the thousands of vis­
itors and participants in the twenty-�
fifth annual Interscholastic Track and�
Field Meet. This, the quarter century�
mark in the steady growth of Mon­
tana’s classic, will be the occasion of�
the greatest of these annual spring�
events.

The meet has grown in the variety�
of events, for besides the track and�
field events there are debates, declama­
tion contests, extemporaneous reading�
contests, high school newspaper con­
tests, essay contests, the Little Theater�
tournament, the golf tournament, and�
the meetings of the high school Inter­
scholastic Association, the State De­
bating League, and the Interscholastic�
Editorial Association.

The meet has grown with leaps and�
bounds. Thousands of high school stu­
dents pour into Missoula each May to�
cheer their teams and enjoy the hos­
pitality of the town and the Univer­
sity. The growth of the meet rendered�
the seating facilities inadequate, and�
today it is only the Interscholastic that�
fills the stands of the new Alumni�
Field.

This gala event of the spring quarter�
at the University promises to be more�
colorful than ever before. More vis­
itors are expected and more contestants�
will enter. The city will put on its�
holiday colors; the fraternity and sor­
ority houses will be decorated for the�
occasion.

Of course, all this requires months�
of hard labor and continual planning�
in order to take care of what has come�
to be the normal growth of the meet.�
Hiram Connibear, who later became�
famous as the coach of the University�
of Washington, promoted the first�
meet and served as the first chairman�
of the Interscholastic Committee. Two�
of the present members of the faculty�
have been on the committee since the�
beginning, Dr. J. P. Rowe and Dr. M.�
J. Elrod. Dr. Rowe has been for

Dr. J. P. Rowe, for 22 Years Chairman of
the Interscholastic Meet Committee
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Elrod Delivers Address as Retiring President�
Inland Empire Teachers Association

Professor Morton J. Elrod for over�
thirty years a member of the staff of�
the State University of Montana and�
present chairman of the Department�
of Biology, inaugurated the convention�
of the Inland Empire Education As­
sociation at Spokane with an address�
on “ The Heritage of Youth� �  Dr. El­
rod is the retiring president of this�
association.

The Address.
After pointing out the high spots�

in scientific progress during the last�
few generations—the telephone, auto­
mobile, development of electricity, air�
navigation, radio, the progress of med­
icine and surgery, the control of germ�
diseases, and discoveries such as the�
laws of heredity, Dr. Elrod proceeded�
as follows:

“ The rising generation has a remark­
able heritage of achievement but many�
difficult and dangerous problems are�
left for its solution. These are unde­
sirable and unsought. They cannot be�
escaped. Insanity and crime are in­
creasing. The oriental problem is no�
small problem. The negro question�
has not been settled. The problem of�
the city grows more acute. The school�
curriculum as adapted to present day�
life has not yet been prepared. The�
big corporation has not been given its�
proper place. The proper use of lei­
sure time has not been ascertained nor�
made. The problem of marriage and�
divorce laws is increasingly pressing�
for solution. Our world wide relations�
are becoming more intimate, necessi­
tating new alignments and better un­
derstanding. Not even a fair attempt�
has been made toward determining�
ability. The expense of caring for�
dysgenic classes is becoming appalling,�
and the whole subject of control of�
these groups for the protection of so­
ciety must be attacked very soon. The�
attitude of society toward those who�
may infringe on its customs has always�
been extremely severe, but has lessened�
within a generation. Will the lessen­
ing continue with the next generation?

Dr. M. J. Elrod, for over 30 years a mem- 1�
ber of the University faculty, retiring presi­
dent of the Inland Empire Education Asso- j�
ciation.

The present generation has obtained�
only partial freedom of expression and I�
of action; how much farther will the�
next generation go?

“ Into this world of great complex­
ity youth is ushered. Its pleasures en­
thrall and bewilder him. Its duties�
seem appalling. The paths of learning�
are so many he often hesitates, and ,�
often hesitates too long. Sometimes�
he takes the wrong path, and must�
retrace his steps at great expense of�
time and effort. But so also did thou­
sands before his time. For him three�
things are essential if he makes a�
place; the first is his inheritance; the�
second, a desire and a will to do; the�
third, wise and sympathetic guidance�
and direction. Fortunate indeed is the�
student who has the three in reason­
ably good combination. The first the�
teacher cannot supply. The second�
may be possible of stimulation. The�
third is mainly the work of the school,�
through a wisely prepared course of�
study and a capable body of teachers.”�

Educational Changes.
After pointing out the necessary�

changes in educational content and�
method to meet present day demands,�
Dr. Elrod proceeded:

“ In these modern days we criticize�
anybody, anything, and everything.�
From the days of Aristotle through
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One-Hundred Seventy W ill Receive Degrees 
at Thirty-first Commencement

Two Honorary Degrees 
At the thirty-first annual commence­

ment approximately 170 students will 
receive the bachelor or masters degree, 
and two honorary degrees will be con­
ferred.

The Honorary Degrees 
On the recommendation of the fac­

ulty of the State University, the State 
Board has approved the granting of 
the honorary degree of Doctor of Laws 
to John H. Durston and Master of For­
est Engineering to Frank E. Bonner.

John Hurst Durston was born in the 
State of New York in 1848, was a stu­
dent at Yale and at Heidelberg, from 
which latter institution he received the 
degree of Doctor of Philosophy in 1870. 
He studied further in Paris, specializ­
ing in civics and political economy, 
and then was a member of the faculty 
of Syracuse University. In 1878 he was 
made editor of the Syracuse Standard 
and in 1887 he came to Montana and 
organized the Anaconda Standard in 
1889, remaining at its head until 1913. 
In that year he organized the Butte 
Daily Post, which he still conducts. Dr. 
Durston’s knowledge of Montana af­
fairs and his abilities have made him 
one of the forces in the building of the 
state. The chancellor system of admin­
istration of the Greater University of 
Montana was his plan.

Frank E. Bonner 
A student at the State University, 

surveyor and draftsman in the U. S. 
Forest Service, head of map and survey 
division Forest District No. 1, Forest 
District highway engineer, assistant 
engineer in charge of maps and surveys 
division of the U. S. Forest Service, in 
charge of the engineering division of 
the war-time Forest Products Labora­
tory, District Engineer, assistant to the 
chief engineer of the U. S. Forest Serv­
ice, and district engineer for the Cali­
fornia district of the U. S. Forest Serv­
ice are the high spots in the training 
and professional life of Frank E. Bon­

ner upon whom the honorary degree of 
Mster of Forest Engineering will be 
conferred at the June commencement.

Other Degrees
These honorary degrees and 170 

bachelor’s, professional, and master’s 
degrees will b e ' conferred by the 
chancellor of the University at ex­
ercises in the Men’s Gymnasium. As 
is customary the commencement hall 
will be decorated with the banners of 
the various university classes since the 
founding of the institution.

The Pacific Coast Conference Track i 
Meet and Olympic Tryouts and the May 
Fete have been added to the pro­
gram this year. The opportunity to 
see the annual May Fete during com­
mencement week will, no doubt, be wel­
comed by the alumni, and the big track 
meet will be a strong inducement for 
all former students to visit again the 
campus at Missoula. On page three of 
this issue will be found the complete 
program for commencement week.

liant track and field�
stars, trot o u t  on�
Dornblaser field to�
vie with each other�
for honors in the Pa­
cific Coast Confer­

ence track and field meet and Olympic�
tryouts which will be held at the State�
University of Montana June 1-2.

Among the outstanding men who�
will be seen in action during the meet�
are Charley Borah and Lee Barnes of�
the University of Southern California.�
Borah equaled the world’s record of�
9.6 for the hundred-yard dash during�
the West Coast relays held at Fresno,�
California, while Barnes cleared the�
bar in the pole vault at 14 feet 1%�
inches for a new world’s record during�
the same meet.

Other stars who will be seen in action�
are: Lanky Talbot, California’s cap­
tain, who has turned in a time of 49.8�
in the 440-yard dash; Philips (C), shot�
put, 45 feet; Vantress (Cal.), 880-yard�
run, 1:58.6; Steve Anderson (W ), high�
hurdles, 15 seconds; Rufus Kiser (W),�
mile run, 4:22; Reed (W ), two-mile,�
9:38; Wesley Foster (WSC), 100-yard�
dash, 9.8; Don Cleaver (I), two-mile,�
9:34 3/5; Sisson (OSC), 880-yard run.�
1:57. Kiser of Washington also ran�
the half mile in 1:56.2 when in high�
school.

The majority of the Pacific Coast�
conference track and field records are�
held by Stanford; Southern California�
is second, and Montana third with three�
records. Montana’s records were set�
in 1926 at Palo Alto, which was inci­
dentally the largest conference meet�
ever held, when Russ Sweet, Montana�
flash, set the record in the 100 at 9.7,�
and Arnie Gillette gave the fans a�
thrill by winning the mile in 4:21.7�
and trotting back on the field an hour�
latter to set a terrific pace in the two�
mile, winning it at 9 :30.4. Both times�
were new records.

Other events featured during the�
meet will be the Pacific Students Presi­
dent Association meeting. There are�
thirty ingoing and outgoing presidents�
which will make a total of sixty at the�
meeting. The Athletic Deans of the�
Pacific Coast Conference comprised of�
faculty representatives, will meet, and�
the graduate managers will also hold a�
meeting.

Numerous entertainment features�
have been planned for the visitors.

General admission for the preliminaries on Friday will be fifty cents and�
$1.00 on Saturday.

Increase in student activity fee and 
incorporation of student body was 
voted at a special election. However, 
not enough students voted to put over 
the fee increase since a majority of all 
students registered is required before 
the recommendation will be carried to 
the State Board of Education.

Gibson collection of Indian and pio­
neer relics was donated to the Univer­
sity by Franklin Rutherford and 
Archie Strang, heirs to the collection.

The Honor Roll for the winter quar­
ter contains the names of 165 students 
who have made 33 grade points or bet­
ter.

Montana ranks among the first in 
students enrolled in institutions of 
higher education as compared with 
number of high school graduates. The 
average number of high school gradu­
ates who go on to college in each state 
is 30 per cent while in Montana it is 
35.8 per cent.

Gross enrollment is. larger than last 
year by 11 students. The total number 
of students enrolled during the present 
academic year is 1,576.

Foreign students from the territories 
and island possessions of the United 
States will hereafter be admitted to the 
State University of Montana without

payment of the non-resident fee, ac­
cording to a recent ruling of the State 
Board of Education.

Women students rate higher than 
men in aptitude tests given all fresh­
men entering the University, according 
to an analysis made by Professor F. 0. 
Smith, chairman of the Department of 
Psychology.

Hell Week stunts nearly landed sev­
eral candidates for initiation into fra­
ternities in jail when they were found 
wandering about town and would not 
give their business. Finally one stu­
dent confessed at the police station that 
he was a University student out on a 
fraternity stunt.

The Annual Foresters’ Ball was at­
tended by approximately one thousand 
students and guests.
