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Change in System at State University
to Give Student More Initiative, PlanfSfed

Plans for a drastic change in the 
present educational system at the State 
University have been partially complet­
ed and have been presented by Presi­
dent Charles H. Clapp to members of 
the faculty, who expressed almost 
unanimous approval. The results of 
such a change will be so far-reaching 
that we are outlining the plan for the 
alumni soon after it was given to the 
faculty members.

“The main idea I have in mind,” 
said President Clapp, “is to do away 
with the present system of checks, 
double-checks, and triple-checks to 
which the student is subjected, and 
against which he is quite naturally re­
belling. The grading and crediting 
system now employed here is far from 
satisfactory to either students or fac­
ulty members. The progress made by 
the State University during the last ten 
years has, I believe, justified the con­
templation of a change in the near 
future.”

In general, it is proposed to divide 
the State University into a junior and 
a senior college, composed of freshmen 
and sophomores, and juniors and sen­
iors, respectively. In each of these col­
leges, a certain minimum of hours will 
be required of the student, but there 
will be no maximum limit; and he may 
carry as many hours or as many sub­
jects as he desires and feels that he 
can properly handle. At the end of the 
sophomore year, the student will take 
a comprehensive examination covering 
the first two years, which he will either 
pass or fail, and students who have 
carried merely the minimum amount of 
studies will be especially questioned on 
their other activities and on their gen­
eral accomplishments before being ad­
mitted to junior standing. At the end 
of the senior year, when the student is 
ready for his degree, the student will

take a second similar comprehensive 
examination, and an outstanding stu­
dent will be graduated with honors.

Students will be required to have 
four years of college work irrespective 
of the credits they may have accumu­
lated, in order to secure their degree, 
according to the plan. This means that 
the unusually brilliant student will not 
be permitted to graduate ahead of his 
class, but will be permitted to take as 
many courses as he wishes each year 
in order to profitably occupy his time.

On his recent trip to the Atlantic 
coast, President Clapp conferred with 
various industrial and commercial ex­
perts, and they agreed generally that 
the greater physical and mental ma­
turity of the four-year college man 
made him vastly superior in his work 
to the brilliant student who had rushed 
through college in two or three years, 
or who had entered college at too 
young an age. This rule of four years’ 
residence would be suspended only in 
special cases, such as that of the older 
man or woman who had not started 
college directly after high school. It 
is planned in this manner to do away 
with the evil of grade-point and credit 
hunting, to eliminate hidebound regu­
lations, and to encourage intelligent in­
dividual student effort.

Another change contemplated is the 
elimination of as many as possible of 
the present numerous prerequisite 
courses, and instead, allowing students 
more nearly their own choice of sub­
jects regardless of their years at col­
lege. The present departments will be 
combined into a few large divisions 
composed of correlated departments, 
and with a fixed curriculum, thus re­
sulting in economy. Classes and sec­
tions will be greatly enlarged to take 
care of an increased student body with­
out an increased faculty, and the plan 
of 20-minute conferences between in-
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structor and student, to tighten the 
bond between them, will be installed.

Experiments carried on at many in­
stitutions—notably the University of 
Minnesota—have shown that better re­
sults have been obtained in classes of 
200 than in small ones of 20 or so, and 
that personal contacts obtained through 
conferences were much more produc­
tive of beneficial results than mere 
quiz-section relationships.

“All of this is, of course, only a 
partially formed plan, ” Dr. Clapp 
wished the alumni informed. “Many 
problems remain to be worked out be­
fore the plan can be put into effect. 
One big problem will be the mainten­
ance of our accrediting relationships. 
Because we cannot afford to jeopardize 
our present high credit rank, we must 
proceeds slowly and carefully with our 
plans. |’

Other problems suggested were the 
question of athletic eligibility to meet 
conference requirements, the problem 
of transfers from and to other institu­
tions, and the question of the many 
students who work and attend the Uni­
versity only a quarter or two at a time, 
and who are in search of a degree. All 
of these problems and others, it is 
agreed, must be worked out before any­
thing definite can be done.

The plan itself is a combination of 
parts of several systems. The Rhodes 
scholarship examinations furnished the 
inspiration for a portion of the plan, 
and systems which have been for some 
time employed at Harvard, Princeton,

Dartmouth, Stanford, and at Swarth- 
more college, among others, have also 
been studied. The plan resembles in 
many ways the system recently intro­
duced at the University of Chicago, 
but differs from it in some important 
particulars.

In his ten years at Montana, Dr. 
Clapp finds there has been a decided 
change in the character of the Univer­
sity’s enrollment. Although registra­
tion itself has not grown considerably, 
the number of graduates has increased 
from less than 100 in 1920 to 255 last 
year. In ten years, the graduating 
class has increased 300 per cent, while 
the freshman class has grown only 35 
per cent. At present juniors and sen­
iors make up 47 per cent of the student 
body, while in 1920, 75 per cent of the 
students were in the lower two classes. 
During this period, staff increases have 
not been proportionally great.

“I have been gratified by the prog­
ress that has been made by the State 
University during the last ten years,” 
he said. “It has accomplished in a 
large measure many of the objectives 
that it set out to attain. I think this 
has been accomplished in no small de­
gree by the rather strict standards and 
accounting methods we have used in 
dealing with the students. It seems to 
me the time has now come when we 
should set up further objectives to keep 
on going ahead, and it is probably time 
to do it by some other method than by 
the grade point and credit method we 
have used during the last ten years.”

Bookkeeping for half of the social 
fraternities and sororities at the State 
University of Montana is done in the 
business office of the University. A 
full set of books, or so much of the set 
as is necessary, is kept for each fra­
ternity. Collection of charges reported

by the local chapters is made through 
the cashier in the business office, bills 
are paid, and financial reports pre­
pared; members who fail to pay their 
bills on time are required to file writ­
ten statements from the alumni adviser

With nothing to 
lose and a retarded 
reputation to gain, 
the M ntana Griz­
zly basketball team 
started on th e  
1931 season dur­
ing the Christmas 
holidays with a 
barn-storming trip 
to  th e  Pacific 
coast. T h e y  en­
countered leading 
schools in Califor­
nia and Utah, re­
turning early in 
January to keep 
schedule with schools in Montana. 
Montana is no longer in the Pacific 
Coast conference, having lost out in the 
conference shuffle two years ago.

Whether it was due to Montana’s 
geographic location and the expense of 
bringing the coast schools to Missoula, 
or whether it was due to the Grizzlies 
not being able to cope with the large 
schools on the Pacific coast still re­
mains a question. Nevertheless the 
nigger remains in the woodpile; and 
loyal' followers of the Grizzlies still 
have hopes of returning to the con­
ference.

Prospects for the season are not 
promising. Coach J. W. Stewart has 
been looking around for a rangy man 
to handle the pivot position. With the 
loss of “Harp” Kilroy, tall and effi­
cient guard and center from Butte, 
who played regular last season, the 
Grizzly machine is seriously handi­
capped. However, with the material 
available Coach Stewart is developing 
a team that promises to equal those 
of former years. Captain Billy Rohlffs, 
two-year veteran and former national 
championship high school basketball 
player, did not have a difficult sched­
ule to carry his team-mates through 
after returning to Montana on January 
8 from Reno, Nevada, where the Griz­

zlies met the University of Nevada.
The team this year is composed of 

sophomores and juniors—men who have 
played basketball but failed to receive 
their letters. The most promising men 
are: forwards, Johnny Lewis, letterman 
from last season; George Carey of Wolf 
Point, letterman from last season; Don­
ald Stocking of' Helena; Francis King 
of Missoula; Richard Nelson of Willow 
Creek; Charles Rathert of Wolf Point; 
Robert Eigeman of Missoula; David 
Fitzgerald of Livingston; and Lewis 
Steensland of Big Timber.

Guard prospects are Frank Thrail- 
kill of Missoula ; Glenn Lockwood of 
Missoula; Everett Logan of St. Regis; 
Dick Fox of Billings; Frank Flanagan 
of Great Falls; Jack Doherty of Butte; 
August Vidro of Anaconda j and Alfred

The pivot position is being contested 
by Andrews from Big Timber; Buckley 
from Harlem; and John Larimer of 
Miles City.

Basketball will hold the limelight for 
sport followers most of the coming 
quarter. The annual M club boxing 
and wrestling tournament will get un­
der way during the latter part of April 
and will probably be held sometime 
during the month of March.

The Grizzlies will have only three 
home games this season. The School 
of Mines at Butte will open the home 
season with a two-game series the mid­
dle of January.
