Despite the death of one actor in a van 
crash last week and injuries that forced 
another actor and a stage manager to leave 
the group, the Montana Repertory Theatre 
performed two “sensational” shows Friday 
and Saturday in Maryland and New Jersey, 
the artistic director for the theater company 
said Monday.

“It was a miracle,” said Greg Johnson, 
Montana Rep artistic director. “(The accident) 
was just a week ago — it seems like a lifetime 
ago.”

Seven members of the Montana Rep, on a 
national tour with “The Diary of Anne 
Frank,” were traveling from Columbus, Ohio, 
to New Jersey when their van flipped twice

on Interstate 70 near Zanesville, Ohio last 
Monday.

Cathryn E. Pisarski, 43, of Seattle, who 
played Edith Frank, died Monday of head 
injuries after being ejected from the van. 
Joanne L. Klein, 52, of Seattle, who played 
Mrs. Van Daan, was still in the Good 
Samaritan Hospital in Zanesville in good con­
dition, hospital staff said Monday. Johnson 
said Klein is leaving the show and will return 
to Seattle to recuperate. Stage manager and 
UM graduate Jolie A. Poe, 26, of Yakima, 
Wash., was released from the hospital but 
was still waiting to be cleared to travel home 
to recover, Johnson said.

Other passengers who were treated and 
released last week are as follows: UM gradu­
ate Tara L. Sullivan, 23, of Missoula, who

plays Anne Frank; Brian V. Massman, 43, of 
Missoula, who plays Mr. Dussel; John P. 
Lowrie, 48, of Seattle, who plays Mr. Van 
Daan; and Gerald P. Goodstein, 58, of New 
York City, who plays Otto Frank.

Goodstein, who was driving the van at the 
time of the accident, was charged in 
Muskingum County Court Tuesday with mis­
demeanor vehicular homicide. Ohio State 
Trooper Garic Warner said the prosecutor 
charged Goods tein with negligence because 
he was driving at a high rate of speed on a 
tire he knew to be low on air.

Trooper Warner said Monday the investi­
gation is continuing and Ohio investigators 
will be sending the van’s two rear tires to the 
National Highway Traffic Safety Board for

Workshop helps citizens, agencies, cope with fire

W esterners often enjoy 
resisting regulations, but it’s 
time for communities to 
come together in dealing 
with forest fires, former con­
gressman P at Williams said 
Monday in a kick-off speech 
for the Community Firewise 
Workshop on the third floor 
of the UC.

“P art of our answer to our 
Northern Rockies dilemma is 
information,” said Williams, 
adding th a t an informed 
community can better deal 
with forest fires.

The Firewise workshop is 
a national program designed 
to inspire community dia­
logue about living in an area 
where fires are a reality. The 
workshop will be on campus 
from Monday, March 2, to 
Wednesday, March 4.

The workshop was created 
in Missoula two years ago, 
and is an attem pt to promote 
partnerships w ithin commu­
nities to deal with wildfires. 
Wildfires have destroyed 
10,000 homes and 20,000 
other structures and build­
ings in the U.S. since 1970.

Dan Bailey, a forest ser­

vice representative who co­
coordinates the program, 
said part of the workshop 
will address the information 
gap between the community 
and fire agencies.

“Over the years it seems 
(fire agencies) have ju s t been 
talking to ourselves,” he 
said. “This is a problem th a t 
can’t ju s t be solved by fire 
agencies, but by all of us 
working together.”

The workshop has 100 
people in groups of 10 who 
represent homeowners, 
bankers, builders, landscape 
architects, emergency m an­

agement, wildfire agencies, 
insurance companies and 
environmental groups.

Participants in the work­
shop will learn  how to recog­
nize fire hazards, design 
“Firewise” homes and land­
scapes, deliver fire education 
and implement Firewise 
planning into communities.

An informed community 
can help reduce the impacts 
and costs of wildfires, Bailey 
said.

Bailey said the program 
moves rapidly, and on 
Tuesday the groups will sep-

Lawmakers: 
Rally may fall 
on deaf ears

HELENA—Saturday’s 
education rally  made a lot of 
noise in th e  capitol, but it 
seems Republican law m ak­
ers may have seen it as 
nothing but a commotion.

“It was a lot about coming 
here and yelling,” said Gov. 
Judy  M artz. “I t w asn’t about 
finding a solution.”

An estim ated 2,500 teach­
ers, students and others 
filled the  capitol ro tunda a t 
the  sometimes raucous rally.

At one point, the  crowd 
chanted for M artz to appear, 
but the  governor was away 
a t prayer m eeting in 
Billings.

Sen. Ken Miller, R-Laurel, 
said  th a t th rea ts  coming 
from th e  education commu­
nity  m ight actually  have an 
adverse effect on law m akers’ 
decisions.

“If  anything, it may h u rt 
the ir cause,” he said. 
“Hopefully, it  doesn’t mean 
one less dollar.”

M iller sits on the  legisla­
tive committee th a t recom­
mends funding for K-12 and 
higher education.

He said it is frustra ting  to 
hear accusations th a t law­
m akers are cutting money 
from education. The fact is, 
he said, schools and univer­
sities will see modest fund­
ing increases.

The rally  in the capitol 
ro tunda came soon after the 
M ontana House voted down 
a plan to take $20 million 
out of the  s ta te  coal tru s t to 
help bolster education fund­
ing.

Both houses of the 
M ontana Legislature m ust 
approve the taking of coal 
tru s t money by a three- 
fourths vote. Democratic 
leaders, outnum bered in 
both the Senate and House, 
have said they oppose any 
raid  on the trust.

B ut M artz said it may be 
tim e tap  into the $610-mil­
lion coal trust.

She said Democrats 
should join the ir Republican 
counterparts to help steer 
coal tru s t money into educa­
tion.

“We had a solution — a 
$20 million solution,” Martz 
said.

Naturally, critics everywhere ju s t had to stand up in 
outrage.

“Reality” TV is so unreal, they said. America’s 
voyeurism has h it an all-tim e high, they wailed. Now, 
after “Survivor II” cast member Michael Skupin was a ir­
lifted off the island last Thursday by medical personnel 
after having passed out and fallen in the campfire, 
naysayers have even begun to fear for the safety of the 
show’s participants.

Well, boo-hoo.
While it may seem th a t the  show’s contestants are 

enduring harsh  conditions and harsher company, none 
will suffer after they leave the show. Skupin may leave 
th e  show w ith some serious burns on his hands, bu t the 
fire sure won’t  singe his pocketbook. The first contestant 
voted off the island last sum m er made $1,500 from CBS, 
and th a t’s not including endorsements. Now, consider th a t 
last year’s w inner Richard H atch not only took home $1 
million, but also wrote a book and got his own radio show. 
You know th a t Skupin is looking a t a hefty paycheck for a 
30-second spot for a burn cream ad.

Yes, the contestants could face potential danger, w hat 
w ith the wild anim als and wildfires raging in Australia. 
However, no rational person should actually believe th a t 
CBS would allow one of the ir contestants to be seriously 
injured. The quick response of “Survivor” medical team  to 
Skupin’s accident proves tha t. All the contestants know 
the potential dangers, and they (and the thousands of 
people who tried out and didn’t make the show) are will­
ing to take the chance for the ir 15 m inutes in the lime­
light.

The American public has grown weary of the  manufac­
tured, taw dry plots of sitcoms and the flat characters in 
hour-long dram as. Reality TV has filled a much-needed 
niche and transform ed CBS Thursday nights from boring 
stuff even our parents hate  into the juggernaut th a t is 
eating the lunch of fickle America’s former sw eetheart, 
“Friends.”

Sure, “reality” TV is a bit of a misnomer. After all, no 
real people are stranded on an island w ith 15 strangers 
and forced to eat bugs. But the ir reactions to their cir­
cumstances are, and make for some tense, funny and even 
slightly touching moments.

The beautiful th ing about television is th a t it  has an 
on/off switch. If critics are tired of “Survivor II”, then 
“Friends” is trying every gimmick in the book to salvage 
as many viewers as it can.

School funding: Where to go from here?

One of my favorite things 
about UM is the number of stu­
dents and faculty who really 
care. From professors taking 
the extra time to help you fully 
understand material to stu­
dents volunteering around the 

community, to people showing a genuine interest in 
improving UM.

That’s why it came to no surprise that 200-plus 
students and faculty showed up early Saturday 
morning to join 2,500 parents, grandparents, 
teachers, administrators and even elementary 
school kids from all over the state who wanted to 
show their support for education.

And though the rally was a nice way to show the 
Legislature how strongly people care about K-12 
and higher education, now isn’t  the time to pat our­
selves on the back and applaud the number of peo­
ple who showed up in Helena to shout slogans and 
hold signs in a frenzy of educational support. Like a 
high school pep rally, the rally doesn’t mean much if 
the team goes out and gets beat 63-0.

And it looks like a shutout might happen if some­
thing isn’t  done.

If funding doesn’t  increase, statistics presented to 
ralliers showed there will be an estimated 500 
teacher layoffs, numerous school closures and a 
tuition hike for Montana’s 21 colleges and universi­
ties.

A clear message is being sent to school boards, 
teachers and parents that K-12 education is playing 
second fiddle to other concerns, while what they 
should be saying is the well-being of children is sec­
ond to none.

As for university students, what I’m hearing is: 
“We have great colleges, but we don’t  support you 
as well as other states do and don’t pay you com­
petitive wages when you graduate. So you might as 
well leave and take that $17,000 debt with you.”

The question that now lies before us is where do 
we go from here in an attempt to get more funding? 
After all, it isn’t the ralliers who decide how much 
money we receive, but the people we put in office to 
represent us.

It’s time to call up family and friends and tell 
them to start calling legislators to let them know

education needs more funding. Remind them a vote 
for education will help equate into re-election two 
years from now. A threatened vote is always a good 
kick in the pants for politicians.

The tables set up in the UC to let students call 
legislators have been effective; keep calling them at 
the rate of discount phone solicitors and maybe 
they’ll be convinced to cut education a bigger slice of 
the pie.

Let them know they should support House Bill 
31 — the biggest proposed slice — which would 
increase funding for state schools by $66.7 million in 
the next two years. This amount is about $50 mil­
lion more than the governor is proposing with a 0 
percent and 3 percent increase over the next two 
years. As one sign put it: in baseball 0 and 3 is a 
strikeout.

Tell them tuition rates can’t  keep increasing for 
colleges and universities because people in a state 
ranked last in income can’t afford it. Let them know 
that in order to keep Montana colleges competitive, 
we need to increase per-student funding. This would 
result in better-educated graduates who may stay 
here once they graduate because better education 
attracts better-paying businesses.

One of the greatest travesties in life is that com­
puter geeks, professional athletes and movie stars 
get paid millions, while the average starting 
teacher’s salary in Montana is $21,000. If Montana 
teachers are going to be kept in Montana schools, 
more money needs to go to the school districts to at 
least attempt to pay these valuable resources better.

So what happens if legislators don’t  listen and 
refuse to make education a bigger part of the bud­
get? Well, then it’s about time to either dip into the 
coal fund, implement a sales tax or increase the 
tobacco tax as measures to support education fund­
ing.

Yeah, I know. These proposals received about as 
many boos as Judy Martz, the obvious no-show at 
the rally, but they make sense. The coal fund seems 
to be this sacred stash that would make millions of 
dead Montanans roll over in their graves if we tap it; 
however, this may be a chance we have to take 
because the millions of dollars the fund would pro­
vide would be a nice start. And the words “sales tax” 
create a fear in Montanans like a freshman standing 
drunk on Ryman Street with an open container, but 
it’s about time to join the rest of the country and 
start charging $1.03 for 99 cent Whoppers. And 
what better product to increase the tax on than 
tobacco?

They may say these things are just Band-Aids for 
a greater problem, and maybe they are, but it’s bet­
ter to wear a Band-Aid than to let the education sys­
tem bleed.

H ea lth  Science C en te r 
since 1984 and received 
h is  m a s te r’s degree in 
b usiness a d m in is tra tio n  
in 1982 from  th e  
U n ivers ity  of H ouston.

“We w anted someone 
w ith  s trong  accounting and 
m anagem ent sk ills, and 
D arcy’s p rio r un iversity  
experience w as a p lu s ,” 
Schalk said. “All four of 
the  candidates for th e  posi­

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Speech: Abortion issue requires more talk then images Shovel, Shovel Shovel

Sensitive images in the media 
don’t need to be suppressed, yet 
it’s controversial whether graphic 
images of women and abortions 
should be anonymous or named, 
G.G. Weix told a crowd of about 
40 students and faculty Monday 
afternoon.

“As scholars, there is an ethi­
cal engagement in our work. We 
do not want to shy away from the 
truth, though it is not a simple 
truth,” the social anthropologist 
and the head of the women’s 
studies department said.

Weix’s discussion centered 
around a documentary of 
Geraldine Santoro’s life and mur­
der as a result of an illegal abor­
tion performed by her boyfriend. 
She died in 1964.

In 1973, “Ms. Magazine” print­
ed her medical examiner photo 
anonymously on a story about how 
women have died from illegal abor­

tions, without asking for permis­
sion from her sister or children. 
Most recently in 1993, the image 
was printed on posters and signs 
held by pro-choice protestors.

“Scholarship is uncomfortable; 
it should evoke debate. We should 
not suppress images, but to sim­
ply ask what the context is,” Weix 
said. “We should do the work of 
uncovering them occasionally.”

Weix is on sabbatical from 
teaching anthropology and 
women’s studies classes at UM.

After showing a clip from the 
documentary, “Leona’s Sister, 
Gerri,” she led a discussion on the 
ethics of feminist media on abor­
tion. Many protestors, she said, 
use graphic pictures to express 
their opinion on abortion, which 
not always depicts the correct view.

Weix said she walked by a 
man holding a graphic image of 
abortion, and when she went up 
to ask him what his stance on 
abortion was, the man said he 
was for chemical abortion or the

first trimester pill and only 
against surgical abortion. Yet, 
the image he presented made 
him look like he was completely 
against abortion, she said.

“The complexity of this issue 
requires talk more than images,” 
Weix said.

Weix seminar was the second 
in a series of five afternoon ethics 
lectures put on by the Practical 
Ethics Center for both profes­
sionals and students.

“This was a first rate presenta­
tion,” Bill Chaloupka, environ­
mental studies professor, said. 
“The lectures are really useful 
and we have lots of terrific faculty. 
G.G. Weix is obviously a terrific 
teacher and wonderful scholar.”

The lectures are open to 
everyone. The next Practical 
Ethics Center seminar is April 2 
with Ira Byock, the Director of 
Promoting Excellence in End of 
Life Care. The discussion will 
take place in Science Complex 
Room 131 at 12:10 p.m.

When they were “river ra t 
kids,” Seth Warren and his 
kayaking friends always 
dreamed that someday every­
one would know the name 
“Nurpu.”

They got their wish because 
Nurpu, which was the name of 
their Utah-based kayak team, 
is now the title of a new kayak­
ing film by Teton Gravity 
Research.

The film features Warren 
and 19 others surfing waves, 
dropping waterfalls and cart­
wheeling through class V 
rivers in 14 countries including 
Nepal, Bali, Canada and 
South America.

“Nurpu,” the word of the 
Tibetan symbol for mountains 
and rivers, will be shown at 8 
p.m. Tuesday night in the 
University Theatre.

Pro paddlers Dan Gavere 
and Jay Kincaid are in the 
film, along with a number of 
Montana paddlers including 
Scott Dohoerty of Missoula, 
Brad Ludden of Kalispell,
Tyler Brandt of Stevensville 
and Ben Selznick of Bozeman.

Warren, who is a senior in 
resource conservation at UM, 
expects the showing, which is 
the first stop of nurpu 40-city 
tour, to have a crowd rivaling 
last Saturday’s premiere in 
Jackson, Wyo. which drew 
1,300 people.

Some Montana kayaking 
includes Bear Creek in the 
Bitteroot, the Alberton Gorge, 
Sweetgrass and Big Timber Creek 
in the Crazy Mountains and the 
Kootenei River near Libby.

Warren said the film has a 
strong emphasis on river con­
servation, and some interna­
tional rivers in the film are 
extremely difficult to access 
and don’t get much exposure.

“A lot of these rivers you 
can’t  see until you actually get 
down in there,” Warren said. 
“We are trying to expose their 
scenic value.”

Warren said in between 
adrenaline-wrenching action, 
there is also some humor, 
including a segment where 14- 
year-old Brandt skips school to 
go kayaking.

Part of the film shows 
Warren and others helicopter­
ing into a canyon in Nepal 
between the world’s 3rd and 
4th largest mountains, where 
they try a first ascent of a class 
V-VI creek.

“The only way to scout it 
was by helicopter,” he said. 
“And from 3,000 feet it looked 
easy.”

But parts of the creek were 
unrunnable, and Warren said 
they had to leave their kayaks 
and equipment and scale 2000 
feet vertical on a slippery 
canyon wall overlooking the 
river just to escape.

“The only way out was by 
climbing up the wall holding 
onto vines and stinging metal,” 
he said. “It was probably the 
worst experience of my life.”

The group’s travel expenses 
and equipment was paid for by

Destination: Helena, fliss ion : Nore state funding

HELENA — University Faculty 
Association President Bill Chaloupka may 
have to buy beer for the entire ASUM 
Senate because he lost a bet, but he isn’t 
complaining.

“I t’s one of those wagers one is delight­
ed to lose,” he said. “I was very impressed 
with the student operations.”

Chaloupka made a bet with ASUM President Molly 
Moon Neitzel th a t more faculty than students would 
show up at education rally in Helena on Saturday. 
Chaloupka estim ated th a t between 75 and 100 faculty 
members showed up, while about 120 UM students made 
the trip  to Helena.

However, UM representatives were only a  small part

le tter from U.S. Sen. Max Baucus highlighting the 
importance of education.

“We already have good schools and good teachers. Let’s 
give them  the resources and support they need to pre­
pare our students,” the le tter said.

Feaver got more cheers 
when he added: “Maybe if 
you’re all loud enough, we’ll 
be able to crack th a t dome.”

However, not all the 
speakers got such an ova­
tion. Chuck Swysgood, 
director of budget planning 
for Gov. Judy Martz, 
warned the crowd th a t 
although the governor sup­

ports education,
M ontana’s economy 
is a lim iting factor.

“I tell you, we 
have an economy 
th a t looks dimmer 
than  it has in the 
past,” he said.

Martz was invit­
ed to the rally, but 
was unable to 
attend because of a 
previous speaking 
engagement a t the 
women’s sta te  
prison in Billings.

Several people 
held up signs ques­
tioning the gover­
nor’s absence. One 
read “Where’s 
Martz when our 
children need her?”

Another said, “Give 
us sm artz, Judy 
M artz.”

Swysgood said the gover­
nor supported House Bill 
277, which drew several 
boos from the crowd. The 
bill, which narrowly passed 
in the House on Saturday, 
would take $20 million 
from the s ta te ’s $610 mil­
lion coal tax tru s t fund and 
spend it on K-12 schools.
Critics have called the bill 
a tem porary “Band-Aid” 
solution, and instead urged 
the sta te  to make education 
spending a higher priority.

However, the crowd did 
cheer loudly every time 
House Bill 31 was men­
tioned, and even chanted 
its name after Swysgood 
stepped away from the 
podium. That bill would

increase basic and per 
pupil entitlem ents by 
4 and 7 percent over 
the next biennium, 
and educators prefer 
th a t bill because it 
calls for money from 
the s ta te ’s general 
fund.

House Minority 
Leader Kim Gillan, D- 
Billings, blasted legis­
lators for the political 
games being played 
with education fund­
ing as she held up a 
toy football a t the 

podium.

of perhaps the biggest rally ever held a t the State 
Capitol Building. More than 3,000 people showed up 
from all over the state, including Glendive, Butte, Great 
Falls, Billings and Dillon. Most of the rally-goers were K- 
12 teachers, adm inistrators and students.

While th e  atm osphere in the buses and shuttles carry- 
ing UM students was subdued — most were sleeping 
after boarding at 8:30 a.m. — students’ excitement 
picked up when they got to the Capitol and realized how 
electric 3,000 people packed in the rotunda can be.

“I really Relieved in the cause, and even though I was 
ju s t a body, it added,” Megan Rediske, a UM sophomore 
who attended the rally, said after getting back on the bus 
to re tu rn  to Missoula.

Several of the speakers a t the rally also appreciated 
the number of people who showed up.

“To be perfectly honest, I feel like the cavalry has 
arrived, said Linda McCulloch, the sta te  superintendent 
of public instruction.

Eric Feaver, president of the Montana Education 
Association-Montana Federation of Teachers and moder­
ator of the event, got several loud cheers when he read a

fehireihave balked at spending 
luse of concerns over the s ta te ’s 
Mark Semmens, a Great Falls

investm ent banker and a member of 
the Board of Regents, said an “unde­
niable link” exists between educa­
tion and a strong economy.

“We cannot hope to create more 
high-paying jobs in 
this economy unless 
and until we make 
more investm ents in 
education,” he said.

Semmens said th a t 
M ontana’s neighbor­
ing states in the West 
spend 44 percent more 
on education. He 
added th a t Montana is 
consistently outpaced 
in education spending 
by North Dakota,
Wyoming and Oregon 
and we are “wringing 
our hands over the 
fact we’re not creating 
more high-paying 
jobs.

“You cannot receive re tu rn  on an invest­
ment until you have made the invest­
ment,” he said.

McCulloch said several towns in 
Montana, including Missoula, are facing 
potential closures of entire schools. 
Between 400 and 500 teachers could be 
laid off, she said.

“T hat hurts the economy,” she said.
Dick Cameron, superintendent of 

schools a t Glendive, said although teach­
ers may get laid off, they will find jobs 
somewhere out of state.

“We are a t a crisis point,” he said. “Not 
la ter — now.”

Jessica Kobos, a UM senior who is also 
a member of the Board of Regents, added 
th a t M ontana is losing people right out of 
college because of debts.

“Students are not able to pay our debt, 
so w hat do we do?. We leave our s ta te ,” she 
said.

After the rally, UM students joined s tu ­
dents from other universities for pizza on 
the M ontana University System’s tab. 
Montana S tate University-Bozeman 
brought about 50 students, while Montana 
S tate University-Billings brought about 
25. Western Montana College brought six 
students.

It’s too loud. It hurts my ears,” Alice Butler said o f the cheering crowd. Alice attended the rally 
with her father, Art Butler, a UM alumnus.

Chaloupka said he hoped the rally would invigorate 
people for the second half of the session.

“It was a terrific success,” he said. “We really accom­
plished many of our goals and got much statew ide cover­
age.”

Gov. Judy Martz’absence was met with scrutiny as rally support­
ers decorated the Capitol with “Where’s Judy?" signs.

The award was confirmed by 
Governor General Adrienne 
Clarkson Feb. 15, and will be pre­
sented to Angelo Nov. 14,2001. 
Clarkson is the Queen of England’s 
representative in Canada. Past 
winners of the prestigious 
Canadian award include: hockey 
great Wayne Gretzky, singer Bryan 
Adams and communication theo­
rist Marshall McLuhan.

Two dead, 13 wounded in California school shooting
SANTEE, Calif. (AP) — A 15- 

year-old boy who had been picked 
on and had talked about shooting 
classmates allegedly opened fire 
in a high school bathroom 
Monday, killing two people and 
wounding 13 in the nation’s 
deadliest school attack since 
Columbine.

One student said the boy, a 
freshman, had a smile on his face 
as he fired away with a pistol at 
Santana High School in this mid­
dle-class San Diego suburb.

The student surrendered in 
the bathroom, dropped his gun 
and said he acted alone, telling 
officers: “It’s just me,” according 
to sheriff’s officials.

The boy will be charged as an 
adult with murder, assault with a

deadly weapon and gun posses­
sion, said San Diego County 
District Attorney Paul Pfingst, 
who identified the suspect as 
Charles Andrew Williams. 
Students said they knew him as 
Andy Williams.

Sheriff’s and FBI officials 
served a search warrant Monday 
night on the apartment where 
the teen lived with his father. 
They spent a little more than two 
hours inside the apartment, 
removing a computer hard drive, 
computer monitor, a plastic crate 
filled with papers and files and 
about a half dozen bags filled 
with evidence. Officials with both 
agencies said they couldn’t com­
ment on the search.

The slain students were iden­

tified as Bryan Zuckor, 14, and 
Randy Gordon, 15. Authorities 
said one of the victims was a 
campus supervisor, while a stu­
dent suffered minor injuries in a 
car accident while fleeing the 
1,900-student school.

“I know in your minds is the 
overriding question: Why?” Pfingst 
said. "The suspect has made state­
ments. I will not share the con­
tents of the statements with you at 
this time, but there is no real 
answer. I am not sure in any real 
way we will ever know why.”

Fellow students and an adult 
acquaintance said they had 
heard the boy’s threats over the 
weekend but thought he was jok­
ing and did not report him to 
authorities.

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Club sports scrap for money, competitors, practice time

The 17 club sports teams a t UM receive their funding from 
ASUM via the Sports Club Union, which lobbies the student sen­
ate for money. The Union, which sits seven representatives from 
club teams, then dispenses the funds to each club depending on its 
request, as well other determining factors including the number of 
participants, seniority and how competitive the club is.

First-year clubs go through a one-year probationary period 
before being admitted to the union. They receive their funding 
directly from ASUM through lobbying efforts. Last week was the 
lobbying period for sport clubs and non-sport clubs.

Last week the Sports Union requested $119,120 for funding for 
the 2001-2002 school year, while ASUM representatives recom­
mended to appropriate $36,917 to the Union, an increase of 
$2,277 from the 2000-2001 budget. ASUM will vote the final allo­
cation March 10.

Below are the requests and final allocations for each club sport 
for the 2000-2001 year. Requests for the 2001-2002 budget will not 
be available until the Sports Union decides each sport’s monetary 
allocation later this spring.

In just two years of existence, the 
men’s lacrosse team is one of UM’s most 
successful sports.

Their strong per­
formance eventually led to their invita­
tion to join the Pacific Northwest College 
Lacrosse League, the West’s premier 
lacrosse league, which includes a number 
of Pac-10 schools.

And while the Griz defeated much 
larger and experienced schools like 
Washington, Oregon State and 
Washington State, the club team just 
hopes to attract the attention it feels it 
deserves.

After all, the team doesn’t have a home 
field, it practices past midnight in McGill 
Hall after intramural basketball and vol­
leyball finishes. It doesn’t receive scholar­
ships or enjoy any of the other perks that 
comes with being a Grizzly athlete.

They’re just a bunch of guys who love 
lacrosse.

“Three years ago it was just a bunch of 
guys tossing a lacrosse ball around,” said 
lacrosse president Eric Schaefer. “Now 
we’ve progressed to being in a conference 
with large Division I schools. This club 
has come so far so quickly.”

But men’s lacrosse isn’t the only club 
to enjoy success. Table tennis has sent 
two members to nationals, women’s rugby 
is the two-time defending state champion, 
the women’s rodeo team is defending 
regional champions, men’s soccer continu­
ously wins state championships, the box­
ing club produces some of the best boxers 
in the region and the women’s lacrosse 
team is going for its fourth Northwestern 
Conference Championship.

Despite their success, club sports still 
find it hard to compete with present dol­
lars.

“We’re competing against schools with 
much more funding and support,” 
Schaefer said, adding the club asked the 
union for $9,000, a projected cost for next 
year’s team. He estimates not getting 
nearly that amount, but says league dues 
cost $2,400, $700 more than they received 
from ASUM last year. “We understand 
we’re going to get what they’re going to 
give us, but it’d be nice to get more sup­
port so we don’t  have to pay so much of 
our own money.”

The lacrosse team asks each player to 
pay a $200 fee, which helps, and raises 
money through T-shirt sales. But the 
team’s travel costs, which sends 20- 
something club members to colleges from 
Eugene, Ore. to Vancouver, Canada 
every weekend, gets expensive quick.

First-year clubs, which need 15 mem­
bers before receiving club status, have an 
even harder time getting financially orga­
nized.

Last year, Amy O’Herron studied in 
Dublin, Ireland and found that crew and 
rugby were the Irish equivalent of basket­
ball and baseball in America, so she tried 
out for the school’s crew team and loved 
it. Upon returning to UM, she hoped to 
share her love for the game with other 
students.

What she found, like many club pio­
neers, is recruiting other interested ath­
letes may be the hardest part.

O’Herron posted 15 fliers around cam­
pus and bought an advertisements in the 
Montana Kaimin. She discovered that her 
efforts struck a cord with crew enthusi­
asts around UM. As of last Friday, 40 
interested students had contacted 
O’Herron wanting to participate.

“The interest went beyond my wildest 
dreams,” O’Herron said. “I love to see^so 
many women who want crew here; there’s 
a definite future for the sport at UM.”

But not all clubs have had success get­
ting their word out. UM’s 15-member

equestrian team, in its 
first year along with 
women’s hockey and 
archery, is having a 
hard time attracting 
members, though riders 
don’t believe it’s 
because of lacking 
interest.

“People still don’t 
know who we are,” said 
senior member Ruth 
Austin. “And getting 
your voice out costs a 
lot of money that we 
don’t have.”

The equestrian team 
is appreciative of money 
ASUM gives the club 
for travel; where they 
find themselves finan­
cially lacking is paying 
for riding lessons that 
cost $22 apiece, a show 
outfit that prices itself 
at $300, and a $35 
entrance fee per show.

The club is trying to 
find a sponsor, until 
then it pays out of pock­
et, has bake sales and 
asks for donations, 
which are helpful but 
don’t pay the bills.

O’Herron is already 
trying to find business 
sponsors throughout 
the community, some­
thing she finds much 
harder than recruiting 
interested participants.
Until then, she uses the 
generosity of the crew 
community to help 
begin practicing in hopes of landing a 
race sometime this spring. The Gonzaga 
University crew team is lending UM a 
boat until the club can afford its own.

But with the number of clubs, the 
Sports Union just doesn’t have the money 
to go around, said Schaefer, who also sits 
on the union’s board as well as serves as 
president of the lacrosse team.

What also puts clubs at a disadvan­
tage is not having adequate practice 
and playing facilities, which has been 
hurt by the closure of the Rec Annex

because of construction.
Though McGill may not be the best 

conditions for lacrosse, Schaefer said it 
was luck that they were able to find a 
place after deciding that a $25 a practice 
fee the Adams Center charges wasn’t 
affordable on their budget. And even then 
they were at the mercy of being canceled 
for unexpected events like the boxing 
team was last year, when they were fre­
quently kicked out of the wrestling room 
because of concerts, shows or sporting 
events.

“We’re competing with schools that are

able to practice outside on 
grass, while we go into games 
cold because we’ve been prac­
ticing in a gym,” Schaefer 
said. He added the practice 
times clubs get — hockey 
teams usually get midnight 
practice times at the Glacier 
Ice Rink — often conflict with 
other student interests.

“There’s always a couple of 
guys who can’t  practice 
because it’s so late at night, 
they have other things to do 
like studying for a test and 
that wouldn’t happen with a 5 
(p.m.) practice time,” Schaefer 
said. “And that hurts team 
chemistry.”

Usually the club teams are 
coached and run by students, 
like the lacrosse team is, 
which can sometimes cause 
conflict and disorganization.

“When you don’t have an 
established coach who is able 
to enforce discipline and 
rules, then the team suffers,” 
Schaefer said. “And when you 
don’t  have a bunch of players, 
you can’t  just kick guys off 
the team because you need 
them.”

So why are club sports 
important?

“Club sports build commu­
nity,” O’Herron said. “It brings 
people from all social aspects 
together to compete with other 
students. And that’s such an 
important thing to have.” 

Austin said the equestrian 
team provides an opportunity 

for students who aren’t  able to afford 
horses, a chance to ride and compete 
while in college.

And that competition and doing some­
thing you enjoy doing is why Schaefer 
thinks club sports are a needed entity at 
UM.

“Without club sports around, there 
would be many individuals out there who 
wouldn’t  be able to play the sport they 
love to play,” Schaefer said. “There would 
be a lot of kids whose college experience 
would be less because they wouldn’t be 
able to play the sport they love.”

Three women head to national track championship

Montana track fans will have reason to cheer 
as the NCAA track championships get under­
way this weekend. Three Grizzlies — all women 
— are scheduled to compete this Friday and 
Saturday at the University of Arkansas.

Junior Sabrina Monro, sophomore Suzanne 
Krings and senior H eather Anderson make up 
this year’s Grizzly contingent at the national 
championship meet. As the declaration lists 
were released late Monday, Anderson snuck in 
with the 16th and final provisional spot in the 
women’s 5,000. Monro automatically qualified 
in the third best position in the 3,000 and 
Krings qualified as 11th in the pole vault.

As of Friday, Monro was the only athlete 
guaranteed to compete for the Grizzlies. 
Anderson took a large risk by resting over the 
weekend and giving up the chance to better her 
time in a last chance effort. The risk paid off, 
however, and Anderson should be well rested for 
the championships.

Krings, who already had a qualifying mark 
last week, needed to improve her position over 
the weekend to make it to nationals. In 
Pocatello, she did just that, winning the pole 
vault competition by clearing 13 feet, 3/4 inches. 
In the process, she broke her own school record 
and beat conference rival Shannon Agee of 
Montana State. Agee qualified in the 12th spot 
for nationals, where the two will compete again.

Monro is expected to make the strongest 
showing at the championships, but Anderson 
and Krings have been improving all season, and 
should perform well. Anderson is the seasoned 
veteran. She has competed in the women’s 
10,000 twice before in outdoor track and also 
has two years experience in NCAA cross coun­
try championships. Krings vaulted and finished 
13th in the 1999 NCAA Outdoor Track and 
Field Championships.

Senior distance runner Kyle Wies wasn’t as 
lucky in his effort to qualify over the weekend.

He finished first in the men’s 800 in Moscow, 
Idaho, but was over four seconds away from 
earning a qualifying time. Also attempting to 
qualify over the weekend were junior Adam 
Bork in the men’s pole vault and senior Jamie 
Slyder in the women’s shot put. Bork failed, but 
still vaulted 16 feet for his second best clear­
ance this year. Slyder, in her attempt, broke her 
own school record in the shot put, throwing 48 
feet, 11 inches for the win.

“It was a good weekend,” head coach Tom 
Raunig said. “I was happy. Now let’s see if we 
can do it again in Arkansas.”

The Grizzlies will join several foes from the 
Big Sky Conference in Arkansas. However, 
Krings is the only Grizzly who will face an 
opponent from the Big Sky in her event. The 
conference will send nine athletes in distance 
events.

On the men’s side, Idaho State’s Nathan 
Renner qualified in the 800, while Weber State 
runners Joel Atwater and Jeremy Tolman both 
qualified in the mile. The two milers are actual­
ly ranked in the second and third positions in 
tha t event. Emery Carr, also from Idaho State, 
will run the men’s 5,000.

Aside from the distance runners, Charles 
Clinger, of Weber State, goes into the high jump 
as the favorite, while Eastern Washington’s 
K urt Kraemer will compete in the long and 
triple jumps.

On the women’s side, distance runners also 
make up the largest contingency. Three Big Sky 
runners qualified in the women’s 800. Allison 
Adams and Stephanie Hansen of Weber State 
join Francis Santin of Cal State Northridge in 
tha t event. Monro and Anderson are the other 
two athletes scheduled to compete in distance 
events.

Also representing the Big Sky Conference for 
the women’s side, are Weber State’s Brooke 
Cottle in the high jump, Idaho State’s Dee Scott 
in the triple jump and Northern Arizona’s Linda 
Nestorsson in the shot put.

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Poll: Creationism is more popular than evolution

Most Americans chose “creationism” 
rather than “evolution” when asked which 
of the two terms for the origin of human 
life they believe in.

But, a slightly larger number chose one 
of two evolutionist explanations than a 
strict creationist explanation when given a 
specific choice between three views, 
according to a Gallup poll conducted Feb. 
19-21.

The poll conducted by the Gallup 
Organization was based on telephone 
interviews with a randomly selected 
national sample of 1,016 adults. The 
poll has a plus or minus 3 percent mar­

gin of error.
Asked by name, 57 percent of people 

surveyed said they believe in, or lean 
toward the “theory of creationism,” while 
33 percent believe in or lean toward the 
“theory of evolution.” Roughly 10 percent 
said they were unsure.

More specifically, 45 percent chose “God 
created human beings pretty much in their 
present form at one time within the last 
10,000 years or so,” the statement that 
closely mirrors biblical thought.

A somewhat larger percentage chose 
one of the two evolutionist statements: 37 
percent selected “human beings have 
developed over millions of years from less 
advanced forms of life, but God guided 
this process” and 12 percent selected

“human beings have developed over mil­
lions of years from less advanced forms of 
life, but God had no part in this process.”

Six percent had no opinion.
The high poll numbers of those who 

believe in creationism didn’t  surprise 
Burke Townsend, a UM professor of 
philosophy. The idea of evolution can, 
in some cases, threaten people’s “very 
sense of what makes life worthwhile,” 
he said. Townsend believes evolution 
happened without God’s guidance.

Creation vs. evolution has long been 
debated by America’s public. The most 
recent clash being the ruling by the 
Kansas Board of Education to again allow 
evolution to be taught in state schools, 
after it had been removed in 1999.

According to the Institute for Creation 
Research, a pro-creation think-tank the 
poll shows the evolutionists are out of 
touch with main-stream society.

“Evolution is an illogical theory. Logical 
people know we didn’t come from a n im a ls ,” 

John Morris, Ph.D., said in a newsletter 
for the ICR

Paul Dietrich, professor of liberal stud­
ies and director of the Religious Studies 
Program at UM said the plurality of 
Americans who believe in creationism is 
“counter intuitive” because of what he sees 
as a overwhelming scientific victory for 
evolution.

“Darwin and Genesis are not mutually 
exclusive,” Dietrich said. “Evolution is 
God’s way of doing things.”

“We’re just about 100 percent 
sure the right rear tire did not 
blow out,” Warner said. “But we 
can’t rule out that the left rear 
tire didn’t blow before the crash.” 

Warner said Pisarski and 
Klein were ejected from the van 
but Poe wasn’t sure if she had 
been. Warner said none of the 
women was wearing seat belts 
but all the men were.

“If seat belts had been worn, 
they could have walked away,” 
Warner said. “It’s like night and 
day with the injuries.”

After the accident, Johnson

said the best possible scenario he 
could have imagined was cancel­
ing only one performance, but 
said he wasn’t even sure if the 
show could go on at all. He made 
phone calls all day Tuesday to 
find actors who could replace 
Pisarski as Edith Frank and 
Klein as Mrs. Van Daan. He said 
he cast the parts Wednesday 
morning and the new actors flew 
in that afternoon.

“This is one of those great, 
great theater stories,” Johnson 
said. “We will not let this defeat 
us and we will go on in Cathiyn’s 
memory. We dedicated the rest of 
the season to her.”

Jim Kriley, director of the play, 
said the new cast members had 
about eight hours total to

rehearse, but did remarkably 
well.

Lori Wilner, a veteran New 
York actress, had performed the 
role of Mrs. Van Daan on 
Broadway in 1997, Kriley said, 
and she stepped right into char­
acter. Ellen McLain, an experi­
enced equity actress from Seattle, 
had played the role of Edith 
Frank before, and though she 
read from a book the first night, 
she is doing a wonderful job, 
Johnson said.

Johnson said the Montana 
Rep will be able to finish the tour, 
which ends on April 12, and he is 
“very proud” that they only 
missed one show.
