CERAMICS FOR NON MAIJORS! 3credits Fall 2021 Professor Julia Galloway

Course Description: Offered autumn and spring. A general introduction to ceramics for non-art majors. Learn a variety of techniques
working with clay and glazes. No Art experience required. Not for B.A, B.F.A majors or art minors.

Course Objectives: The purpose of this course is to acquaint the student with clay as an art-making material, and to introduce the
fundamental techniques in the ceramic process. We will cover various methods of building with clay, including solid construction, coiling,
slab building, carving and press molds. We will investigate surface decoration using oxide washes, glazes and stains. We will be firing
mostly in the electric kiln.

This is a studio based course, the vast majority of your work will be done in the ceramics studio. Needed techniques will be demonstrated
in class and through online presentations. In this course we will learn through making! The primary concepts in this course are related to
your personal narrative and exploring your ideas through making art.

Materials. Each student has a basic ceramics tool kit, tub to keep their work in, a shelf and locker to share. You will need a towel for this
course!! Additional tools can be purchased at the book store or online at the Archie Bray Foundation but are not required. The lab fee for
this course covers all the tools, clay, glaze and firing you will do in this class.

Grading: Since this is a studio based class, attendance is a must. Three unexcused absences is a drop of one letter grade. If you are late, you
will miss the demonstrations in class, so please do not be late. You will be graded against yourself and your own progress in this course.
Everyone comes to this class with different skills, and it’s what you do with your ideas that | am interested in. IF and this is a big IF you are
missing class, you must email me that you are missing class — otherwise this will count as an unexcused absence. If you miss class or a
demonstration, please ask THREE, yes, 3 other students what you missed, before asking me! Thanks! There is extra credit for this class, and
you can redo projects if you wish. The class can be taken for a grade only, CR/NCR in not an option.

Each student will take TWO cleaning shifts over the semester. The sig- up sheets are across from the sink. These count as class attendance.
If you are going to miss your clean up shift, you must find a replacement. If you cannot attend a Sunday or Thursday night clean-up shift,
please request an alternative.

Workload: The workload for this class is reasonable, and if you are in class and focused you can get much of your assignments during class.
There will be occasions when you will have to come outside of class. “In addition to regularly scheduled meeting times, expect three hours
of work outside of scheduled class per week for completion of projects and assignments”

Studio etiquette: More than 140 students are working in this studio over the semester, and there is enough space and time for everyone. A
few common activities help the studio run smoothly:
e Clean up your work table, and out away your tub and clay when you are finished for the day
o |f you are wearing buds, keep one ear open, or the volume low enough that you can hear your peers and teacher.
o |f you see uncovered clay, or the slurry bucket overflowing, take care of it!!
o Kindly greet your peers and other members of the ceramics community
e Please don’t talk on the cell phone during class or when you are working outside of class, its sooo annoying!
e Please be safe in the studio and be thoughtful of your peers, please wear a mask and be conscious of COVID issues
e If you are sick, please stay home — do not share!!
e  Often we play music in the studio, if it is not to your taste, suggest an alternative, talk to each other
e The ceramics studio is open from 7:00am-9:00pm. The doors lock at 9:00 pm however, you can swipe in with your student ID. You
can work when another class is in session if there is room, please check in with the teacher. If the main classroom is full, bring
your work to the back room.
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Safety Issues in the Ceramics Studio: for the most part, ceramics is a very safe and user friendly studio. However, please keep in mind that
the kilns could be hot, give them a wide girth, no gashing wounds when using glaze materials, the metal rib in your tool kit is very sharp and
NEVER EVER raise dust in the studio, only use a sponge or wash cloth when cleaning your table — NEVER a dust broom.

Class Communication: All projects, time line and deadlines will be on our Moodle page. | will email you through your university email only
and expect that you check your email on a regular basis — this is your responsibility!!!! If you need help in class, please put your name on
the board and | will find you as soon as possible. If you have a question or concern, please communicate, please do not wait until the end
of the semester!
