Alpha Lambda Delta, a national honor society for college freshman, has announced Dec.
29, 1995, as the application deadline for 15 graduate fellowships of $3,000 to be awarded during
spring 1996.

Members who maintained the society’s initiation standard 3.5 grade-point average during
their undergraduate studies are eligible to apply. Graduating seniors may apply if they’ve
maintained this GPA to the end of the first term of the 1995-96 academic year. Applications will
be judged on scholastic record, recommendations and the soundness of project and purpose.

One of 1995’s 15 national winners was University of Montana - Missoula student Kellie
Gaston of Bozeman, now a first-year student at the University of Colorado School of Law in
Boulder, Colo. Gaston graduated from UM with majors in business administration and political
science and a minor in economics. In winning the fellowship, she competed against 126 other
applicants.

The Alpha Lambda Delta fellowship program has awarded $835,750 to 332 students since it
began in 1940.
