1. Course Description

Oki. Welcome back to Blackfoot 11. As you are aware Blackfootit is a continuation of Blackfoot 1.
Much of what we learned in Blackfoot 1 will be repeated and expand upon with a greater influence
on direct conversations. Students in this class will experience creating and telling stories in
Blackfoot and adding puppetry to the characters ofthe stories. More dialogue will be the focus in
this class as well as a component to some history of the Blackfoot people as it pertains to the
language. The objective of this class is gain confidence in speaking the Blackfoot language with a
greater vocabulary and to explore the philosophy of various words as it pertains to certain events.
Course instruction may include lectures, class discussions, films and videos, role-play,
presentations and collective learning and action.
