ALY TN WAR

“Do not believe all that you read in

IL|the news reports of the newspapers nor

all that is written in the text books con-
corning the Balkan troubles, for in many
instances these stones are false and
misleading,” said Dr. Charles Upson
Clark to the students of the University
at a special convocation which was held
in the auditorium yesterday morning.

“Conditions in Europe are much better
than they were a year ago. In the Bal-
kan territory, where wars are apt to
start over-night because of the great
mixture in race, religion and interests,
there has been a decided improvement
during the year. They have not been la-
boring under a general war and the out-
look «s lighter than it has been for
many years.

“The simplest to keep in touch
with actual conditions in the Balkans is
to watch the rate of money exchange
and compare it with the exchange of
year ago,” continued Mr. Clark.

“Germany also has taken great strides
in the general direction of a stable cur-
rency. They now have three classes of
money that are worth their face values,
but a shortage of small currency puts
the merchants and bankers
rassing positions at times.”

The latter half of the hour was devot
ed by Dr. Clark to the work of Mussolini
in Italy. He reviewed the Italian sit-
uation from the days before the World
war to the present time and gave the
Italian premier a great deal of credit for
the masterly way he has handled the
government during his dictatorship.

He said: “The belief that Mussolini
came from the ranks of the common la-
boring class is without foundation. The
Italian prime minister labored only so
that he might receive a normal educa-
tion. He has reduced the number of
strike days in the domain enormously and
has fired thousands of government em-
ployes from office. He has ruled with an
iron hand during his dictatorship. Now
in a few months be is to call a public
election to see if the Italian people are
supporting him.”
