Class Objectives:
• Develop effective communication and collaboration skills
• Develop a critical eye toward all technical theatre elements
• Understand, utilize, and follow basic production practices.
• Appreciate the roles that costuming, lighting and scenery play in various 

production environments.

Course Description:
This course will explore the principles of technical production as applied to 
corporate, dance, opera, television, and theatre. It will serve as an introduction to 
personnel hierarchical standards, the methods used in the various environments 
for effective communication and collaboration. Class lectures will explore the 
individuals involved in a production team, while exposing students to the skills 
necessary to mount a production.
