The program is comprised of Paul Creston's "Three Chorales from Tagore," 

with text from "Gitanjali" by Tagore; Robert Delaney's "Night," with poem 

by William Blake; William Schuman's "Prelude for Women's Voices," with text 

from "Look Homeward, Angel," by Thomas Wolfe; Samuel Barber's "A Stopwatch 

and an Ordnance Map," with poem by Stephen Spender’ Randall Thompson's 

"Americana," with texts from the American Mercury, and Aaron Copland's 

"Lark," with poem by Genevieve Taggard.

Parts of the program will be conducted by Mary Lynn Gammel, Moorcroft,

Wyo., graduate assistant in music and assistant director of the University 

Choir.
