the middle of the floor in his office,
warming a hot drink over a fire
which was consuming any docu-
ments which might link him with
his infamous reign as editor. He
peered through the smoke with
bloodshot eyes, and evidently
mistook my 'Tke button for a badge,
for he ended the interview by
staggering to the window and
leaping out, shouting, “You’ll never
take me alive!”

Jones’ first interest in journal-
ism came when he discovered that
the Miles City Star made a good
saddle blanket. Later, when he

met Dapper Dick Wohlgenant dur-
ing a two-year term at Miles City’s
institution of higher correction, his
intérest in journalism blossomed.

He and Wohlgenant went over the
wall together one night. They de-
cided to come to MSU because
they thought the officers of the
law couldn’t corner them on the
oval.

Wohlgenant rode into the Kai-
min office as editor two years ago
and Wild Bill has followed in his
footprints.

In an interview yesterday Jones
outlined a dynamic policy which
includes editorial campaigns ad-
vocating Miles City, motherhood,
Christianity, and Miles City. When
asked about his stand on the ques-
tions of liquor and sex, Wild Bill
closed the interview, saying, “Lips
that touch liquor shall never touch
mine.”

Jones’ previous journalistic ex-
perience includes a year as editor
of the Miles City “Signal Butt,” a
daily smoke signal system which
was founded by the Indians. Wild
Bill is a member of several shady
organizations on the MSU campus,
including the Student Christian
assqciation, and the Society for the
Return of the Snake River Boys.

Jones—packed his vocabulary
and saddle into the Kaimin cor-
ral today to assume his three-
quarter ride as big man on the
Kaimin prairie.

“Ladies and gentlemen:

“I am told that most of you
never expected to see this build-
ing started. The friends of the
University have talked about it
for a long time.

“You have worked hard to get
it. The best thing about it is
that you have not asked the State
of Montana to build it for you.
No tax dollars will be used to
build it or to maintain it.

“How has all this been done?
It is possible because we have
here a good University. The
credit of the institution is good.
Financial houses were willing to
buy your bonds so that you could
build this Field House.

“At my first meeting of the
State Board of Education, on
Feb. 16, I was glad to see the
bonds sold and the construction
bids received. I was happy to
sign the construction contracts
on March 2.

“This building shows initia-
tive and progress. You can do a
lot of good things with it. X am
pleased to be here today to start
the construction.

“Let us now get on with the
work.”

“This is the fifth time, within
a year, that we have assembled
for the purpose of beginning a
new building on our campus.

“Late in February a year ago
we started the Music building,
which will be competed before
commencement this spring.

“In last May we began the
Liberal Arts building.

“Two years ago it was assumed
that we would have only those
two buildings.

“However, we were able to
arrange for a loan of federal
funds to build a self-financing
men’s dormitory. Ground was
broken for that building just a
year ago; we dedicated it last
month, and it is now ready for
occupancy except for the instal-
lation of some fixtures and the
furnishings.

“We were also able to arrange
for the construction of still a
fourth building, the Women’s
center, which you see across
the street well along the way to
completion.

“Now we are here to begin a
fifth structure, this Field House,
which is another self-financing
project and is the last new build-
ing in our present program.

“Much of our hopes and plans
are symbolized in these new
buildings. They will serve the
needs of many generations of
students. They will require much
care and management. They will
challenge us to do a better job
of studying, of teaching, and of
living.

“For the start of this last, and
‘in many ways most interesting
of the new buildings, it is fitting
that the Governor turn the first
earth to begin the construction.
He is a man who is used to such
work, who knows what it means,
and who sympathizes with the
aims and aspirations which it
represents.”
