The dark, slightly-built young
honor student, who is graduating
this June, included among his ac-
tivities: chairmanship of Outside
Entertainment committee, presi-
dency of the Student Union, mem-
bership in three honorary organi-
zations and three clubs, work on
two committees for campus ac-
tivities, associate editor of The
Sentinel, and parts in two plays.
His grade-point average in four
years of university work is 4.0.

When asked if he had any pre-
vious warning that he had been
selected as winner of the plaque,
Pfohl said that he had been com-
pletely unaware of his selection
until two or three minutes before
the actual presentation. He said,
“There were many others who de-
served it just as much, if not
more, than I.”” He was nominated
for the award by two Greek
houses and the Independents.

The three-man board which
judged the nominations was com-
posed of Pres. Carl McFarland,
Don Chaney, Livingston, past
president of ASMSU, and Gilluly.

Pfohl, a major in modern lang-
uages, said that he would attend
MSU during the summer. He is
also winner of a Fulbright schol-
arship which will enable him to
continue his study of languages at
Strasbourg, France, this coming
year. He will sail from New
York on Sept. 21.

When he returns from France,
Pfohl said he would possibly enter
Johns Hopkins university where
he has been offered a scholarship.

He is also holder of the Elks
and the Bonner scholarships which
include a total financial award of
$1,250.

Pfohl said, wHen speaking of his
long-range plans, that he would
probably enter the teaching pro-
fession, try writing, or work for
the Federal government,

Big Four to Seek
New Peace Paths

New paths to peace may be
opened by the Big Four chiefs
of state conference with Russia,
said John Foster Dulles, secretary
of state, yesterday.

Peace will come only if we stick
to our policy of dealing with Rus-
sia from strength, said Dulles.

Dulles reported to the nation on
his nine-day trip to Paris and
Vienna in a broadcast from the
President’s office. Eisenhower in-
terrupted from time to time to
underline a point or ask a question.

The nine days spent in Europe
may mark a “turning point of his-
tory,” said Dulles.

recommendation for an elementary
teaching certificate are a bache-
lor’s degree and completion of
a four-year course in elementary
education.
New Degree Granted

The doctor of education degree,
offered for the first time next
vear, is designed for those who
wish to prepare for teaching, ad-
ministrative, supervisory positions
in elementary or secondary educa-
tion. It is conferred in recogni-
tion of breadth of scholarly attain-
ment and demonstirated ability to
investigate problems independent-
ly and effectively rather than for
the completion of a set curriculum
in a certain period of residence.

To be admitted to this program
the student must have been
granted full admission to the
Graduate school. In addition, he
must have a master’s degree and
present evidence of successful
teaching or administrative experi-
ence.

A minimum of nine quarters of
residence work beyond' the bache-
lor's degree are required. Forty-

five quarter credits beyond the
master’s level must be taken at
MSU.

A minimum of 40 credits of
graduate work in related areas is
required and an average of “B”
will be required for residence
work at MSU.

Latin for Lawyers

“*Classical Latin for Lawyers,” a
five-quarter course, will be offered
to freshman pre-law students and
others who may be interested in
fulfilling a language requirement.
This class is designed to give law-
yers a reading knowledge of the
language.

Readings will be done primarily
on Roman law and common law to
give the students ideas of the dif-
ferent legal sources.

Other new courses will also be
available to students majoring in
various departments of the Uni-
versity.

ASMSU Officers
Compare Montana
To Other Colleges

The ASMSU officers found the
honor system is feasible and will
work on campuses of this approxi-
mate size. It has worked and is
now working in many schools. In
schools where the honor system is
now in use, the project is left en-
tirely to students with no faculty
entering in any way, according to
the group. Students in the schools
which have the honor system are
very much in favor of the system
and none plan to discontinue it.

They also learned that MSU has
one of the smallest executive
bodies in comparison to its size.
Where this campus has 11 actual
voting delegates, other schools,
some smaller, have a minimum of
15 or 20 possible votes, Some
schools have their administration
set up similarly to the national
idea, with a judicial council, sen-
ate, and house of representatives.

Jystad feels that if there were
more delegates, more interest in
student government would be built
up because more students would

come in closer contact with the
administration.
Another idea the officers

brought back is a suggestion to
change the means by which student
delegates are chosen. Choose the
representatives from more distinct
groups than entire classes, such
as the different living groups and
halls, and some of the larger or-
ganizations on campus. That way,
a more overall representation
would be acomplished.

Needs Stout Shot of Vigoro

election in which everybody lost.
Ted Molthen, Butte, defeated Jerry Weller, Wausau, Wis.,

in the run-off for sophomore class president, 97 to 86.

two had tied in the general election with 213 votes each. More
votes were cast for each candidate in the general than the com-

bined total in the final.

With this lack of support Molthen must feel as defeated as
Weller. And the freshman electorate stabbed itself by allowing
less than one sixth of its population to determine its top officer.

Democracy Is Not Being Practiced . . .
This kind of delinquency not only makes the freshmen look
sick—it reflects on the entire University. We have sprained
our brain trying to find even one basic American institution

that practices democracy. We haven’t found one.
