M ontana’s p io n eer s  cau gh t th e  v is io n  an d  h e ld  th e  fa ith  th at th e  fu tu r e  
o f  th e ir  n ew  co m m o n w ea lth  lay  in  th e  yo u th  o f  the g en era tio n s y et to  b e . H is­
tory show s that im m ed ia te ly  u p o n  em e r g e n c e  fr o m  th e sw ad d lin g  c lo th e s  o f  
terr itor ia l status, th e  p io n eer  le g is la to r s  p ro ce ed ed  to  m a k e  p ro v is io n  f ir st  fo r  
grad e sch o o ls , th en  fo r  h ig h  sch o o ls , a n d  n ex t fo r  a sta te-sup p orted  sy stem  o f  
h ig h er  ed u ca tion .

T h eir  co u rse  in  h ig h er  ed u ca tio n  was in  large m easu re  ch arted  by th e  
E n ab lin g  Act o f  1 8 8 9 , w h ich  gave to th e  new  state s p e c if ic  grants o f  lan d , ( 1 )  
“ fo r  u n iversity  p u r p o s e s ;”  ( 2 )  “ fo r  a sch o o l o f  m in e s ;”  ( 3 )  “ fo r  state n o rm al 
sc h o o ls ,”  and ( 4 )  “ fo r  agricu ltu ra l c o l le g e s .”

It was n atura l, th e r e fo r e , that th e  le g is la tiv e  assem b ly , m ee tin g  in  its  
th ird  regu lar  sessio n  in  1 8 9 3 , sh ou ld  a ct on  the a ssu m p tio n  th at the d esign a ­
tio n  o f  fo u r  sep arate lan d  gran ts, im p lie d  fo u r  sep arate in s t itu tio n s , and  it p ro ­
ceed ed  to create s im u lta n eo u sly , a u n iv ers ity  at M issou la , a sch o o l o f  m in es  at 
B utte, a n o rm a l sch o o l at D illo n , and a n  agricu ltu ra l c o lle g e  at B ozem an. T h u s  
5 6  years ago , th e  p attern  o f  h ig h er  ed u c a tio n  was set. In  1 9 2 7  p r o v is io n  was 
m ad e fo r  th e E astern  M ontana State N o rm a l S ch o o l at B illin g s , and in  1 9 2 9  
fo r  the N orth ern  M ontana C ollege at H avre. A ll fo u r  in s t itu tio n s  w ere m ad e  
“ u n its”  o f  a co n so lid a ted  system  w h ich  was d esign a ted  “ T h e  U n iversity  o f  M on­
tan a .”  A co -ord in a tion  o f f ic e r , r e sp o n s ib le  to  a S tate B oard  o f  E d u ca tio n , w ith  
en larged  p ow ers, was p rov id ed  fo r  and  g iv e n  the tit le  o f  “ C h a n ce llo r .”  N aturally  
the n ew  u n its  at B illin g s  an d  H avre w ere  “ b orn  in to  th is sy stem ,”  an d  are in ­
tegral parts th ero f.
