COURSE DESCRIPTION: This c o u r se  is an  overv iew  of c o n te m p o r a ry  school  
counse l ing  issues ,  with a special  e m p h a s i s  on d e v e lo p m e n t ,  ad m in is t ra t ion ,  and  
eva lua t ion  of c o m p r e h e n s iv e  school counse l ing  p r o g ra m s  for s t u d e n t s  K-12.

PURPOSE AND OBJECTIVES: The  overall  p u rp o se  of this  c o u r se  is to in t roduce  
you to t h e  m ain  issues ,  d e m a n d s ,  and  o p p o r tu n i t ie s  a s so c ia te d  with being a 
profess ional  school  counse lor .  In par t icular ,  w e  will exp lo re  and  d iscuss  t h e  eve r -  
t ran s fo rm in g  role and  function of school  c o u n se lo rs  within t h e  K-12 school se t t ing .  
Pr imary  c o u r se  ob jec t ives  and  the i r  co r re sp o n d in g  CACREP S t a n d a r d s  a r e  listed 
below:

• To be ab le  to identify and  a s s i s t  special s t u d e n t  popula t ions ,  including 
s tu d e n t s  who a r e  gifted and  t a l e n te d ,  s t u d e n t s  who qualify for special  
ed u ca t io n ,  and  s tu d e n t s  who suffer  f rom em ot iona l  and  behaviora l  p rob lem s.
